CANADA READY
FOR RECOVERY,
LEADERSSTATE

Dominion Described as in
Good Position for

Better Times.
By I'nitrd Preaa

MONTREAL. Sept. 29.—Canada
stands in favorable position to lead
the return to the prosperity of for-
mer years.

The dominion has weathered the
depression in a gratifying manner.
Leaders in all departments of Can-
ada’s national life are in agreement
with the prime minister, the Right
Hon. R. B. Bennett, regarding this.

Statements by bankers, industrial-
ists, railway executives, and others
bearing on the Canadian economic
situation, reflect the pronouncement
of the prime minister that “the
worst is t)ver,” that Canada “has
survived the crisis,” and that, “while
trials remain to be met, the£ will
be successfully overcome.”

Not a Bank Failed
Especially noteworthy and encour-

aging is the fact that during the
last decade there has not been even
a run on any Canadian chartered
bank, much less a bank failure.

Canadian banks, though adher-
ing to sound principles of banking,
undoubtedly have saved the do-
minion from serious financial dis-
turbance, which demonstrates the
stability of the branch banking sys-
tem in times of stress.

Promising features in the present
economic outlook include the
healthy ‘condition of savings depos-
its, the strong technical position of
Canadian manufacturers, and a
prosperous gold mining industry.

Interested in NBA

The most difficult situation in
Canada is that of agriculture. A
revival of world trade and a return
of profits to agriculture must pre-
cede any general return of pros-
perity to the dominion, and Can-
ada is in an admirable position to
participate in the first material
advance.

Word from Ottawa says that Can-
ada has an eye on the national in-
dustrial recovery act in the United
States, and may soon adopt a re-
covery program of her own to lend
impetus to the forward movement.
The NRA has been definitely reject-
ed by the prime minister, but this
does not eliminate the possibility of
the Canadian government inaugu-
rating a policy designed to remedy
and stimulate business on this side
of the border.
