Rehearsals
have already begun under the di-
rection of Mr. and Mrs. Alexander
Von Kreisler of Cincinnati, 0., who
have been added to the conserva-
tory staff to supervise the produc-
tion.

Students in the dramatic art de-
partment will present “Midsummer
Night’s Dream,” by William Shakes-
peare, on the evening of May 17 as
the second feature of the festival.
Miss Frances Beik, head of the de-
partment, will direct the drama. She
will be assisted by Miss Harriet
Smith, dancing instructor, who is
preparing a ballet for the drama.

The final feature of the festival
will be a program by the conserva-
tory symphony in Caleb Mills hall
on May 19. Hugh McGibnev, con-
ductor of the orchestra, will be on
the podium. Assisting the orches-
tra will be the conservatory string
quartet, the conservatory woodwind
quartet and the conservatory brass
quartet. Respective directors of the
three quartets wTill be Thomas Pog-
giani, Ernest H. Michaels and R
Bernard Fitzgerald.
