DESIRE to amuse his army associates was the incentive which led

Captain W. H. Fawcett, former army officer, into a publishing busi-

ness that extends to all quarters of the world: in which more than 4.000.-
000 magazines are printed monthly, to be distributed by 80.000 dealers.

The business started in 1919, when Captain Fawcett prepared an an-

thology of post-war humor and poetry, intended largely for soldier con-
sumption.

Lacking capital, he went to former newspaper associates, in an,

effort to dispose of a half interest in the enterprise. He asked 5730
or this aid, but there were no takers.

Captain Fawcett, unwilling to give up the idea,
finally was able to publish the anthology himself, and
irom that, with his brother. Captain Roscoe Fawcett,
war-time aviator and newspaper man, built up what
probably is one of the largest publishing concerns in

the United States. There are editorial offices in New
York, Hollywood and Minneapolis, and while the five
magazines which are the publications of the concern
are somewhat sensational in tone and makeup, they
receive contributions from some of the best known
authors of the day.

Among some of the better known contributors dur-
ing recent months to the magazines are J. P. McEvoy.

WHEN Charles Fleischmann, founder of the yeast industry in Amer-
