The report was submitted at a
meeting last night of the state rec-
reation committee.

Physical activities were the most
popular, 75 per cent of all persons
participating choosing either soft
ball, baseball, basketball, football,
tennis, golf, volley ball, table games,

: track or field events. Other activi-
ties were in choral groups, orches-
tras, dramatic clubs, hobby and
craft work.

Forty counties provided use of
432 buildings for the programs.
Co-operating agencies included
churches and libraries.
