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MISSOURI BISHOP IS
LENT SPEAKER HERE

‘Man Can Not Help Turning to
Jesus,’ He Says.

The Rt. Rev. Robert N. Spencer,
DD„ Bishop of West Missouri, spoke
today at the noon Lenten service in
Christ Church, on the subject “The
Comfort of Those Who Truly Turn
to Him."

He said in part:
‘Mankind can not help turning

to Jesus. He is like the eyes in a
good portrait. The portrait hangs
on the wall, but the eyes seem to
follow you every where you go In
the room. Even His enemies had
to say ‘The world has gone after
Kim.' When an atheist was deny-
ing Him, one of the hearers shout-
ed: ‘Why don’t you let Him alone,
if you don't like Him?’ But men
can’t let Him alone.”
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
