GLOVE DIMENSIONS

By United Press

ELLEAIR HEIGHTS, Fla.,

March 27.—A new rule

restricting the size of first
basemen’s gloves to dimensions
eight inches by 12 was an-
nounced today by Judge Kene-
saw Mountain Landis, baseball
commissioner. It provides:
first baseman may
wear a leather glove or mitt
not more than 12 inches long
from top to bottom and not
more than eight inches wide
across the palm with thumb
and palm connected by leather
lacing not more than four
inches from thumb to end of
palm. The lacing shall not be
extended or rein-
forced by any process of ma-
terial whatever.”
