John Medders Chosen for
Indiana Post.

The appointment of John K.
Medders, a member of the Hamil-
ton County public welfare staff,
as state, project manager of the
National Survey of Vocational Edu-
cation and Guidance of Negroes

was announced today by J. W.
Studebaker, United States Com-
missioner of Education.

The survey is one of five relief
projects sponsored by the Office of
Education and is designed to fur-
nish employment for “white collar’’
Negroes on relief. Dr. James H.

Robinson is regional director.
Mr. Medders. a graduate of the

University of Cincinnati, is to as-
sume his duties with a staff of in-
vestigators at 450 N. Senate-av im-
mediately. Field work of the study
is to be completed before the end
of the year, according to present
plans.

EMPLOYMENT DATA
MAT BE SIMPLIFIED

Job Insurance Board to
Study Proposal.

Consideration of a simplified
method of reporting by employers
under the new State Unemployment
Compensation Act is to be taken up
by the Compensation Commission
tomorrow, it was reported today.

If adopted, the plan would per-

mit employers to forego for the re-
mainder of this year reports on the
number of their employes and re-
lated data.

Beginning next year, the employer
would have the responsibility of
making correct monthly payments.
Since each employer pays into hi<:
own reserve account, it would be to
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his advantage to make correct pay-
ments. it is pointed out. The com-
mission also Is to decide Friday the
date on which employers make their
monthly payment.

Employers are to pay 1.7 per cent
on their entire pay rolls from April 1
this year. The levy is to go back
to 1 per cent next Jan. 1.
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
