Advocates of protective legisla-
tion had a little. the better {of it
until a few“years ago, when the
equal rights group decided to ;Worl;:

treaty what it could not accomplish
by Constitutional amendment.

Today, taking a leaf from the
book of the Woman’s Party, women
who in general have been a part of
the protective group announced for-
mation of a new organization to-
ficht for adoption of a “Women’s
Charter” throughout the world oy
the treaty method. >

Full Rights Advocated

The Charter advocates “full po-
litical and civil rights” for women,
“full opportunity for education, full
opportunity for employment accord-
ing to their individual abilities,” buf
“with sdfeguards against physicaily
harmful conditions of employment
and economic exploitation.”

The charter continues: “Where
special exploitation of women ‘work-
ers exists, such as low wages which
provide less than the living stand-
ards attainable, unhealthful work-
ing conditions, or long hours of
work which result in physical ex-
haustion -and denial of the right to
leisure, such' condition shall be cor-
rected through social .and labor
legislation, which the world’s ex-
| perience shows to be necessary.”

Members' of the Woman’'s Party
have always contended that wage,
hour and working. condition laws
for women handicap women in ob-
taining jobs, giving employers an
incentive to hire men instead.

Leaders Are Named

The . new group, known as the
Joint Conference Group of Women
in the United States for a Women'’s
Charter, includes such women as
Elisabeth Christman, secretary of
the National Women'’s Trade Union
League; Mary Anderson, head of the
Women’s Bureau of the Labor De-
partment; Mary Van Kleeck, Inter-
Professional Association; Charl O.
Williams, National Federation of
Business and Professional Women's
Clubs; Mrs. Edith Valet Cook, Na-
tional League of Women Voters and
others.

Members of the Woman's Party
became active, four or five years
ago, in formation of the Inter-
American. Commission of Women,
which has labored ever since at
Geneva and wherever an interna-
tional conference was in progress.
Largely through its efforts long
strides have been made toward ob-
taining equal nationality rights for
women in this and other countries.

Technique Brings Gains

Discovering that this technique
of approaching its problem is more
successful than hammering away
!at Congress for an equal rights
ramendment to the Constitution,
| Woman'’s Party members have de-
voted much of their energy to the
international field, and have ade
considerable headway. i

The Inter-American Commission
of Women has prepared a long and
well documented study of compara-
tive political and civil rights of men
and women in the United States,
which has been printed as a Senate
document.

This document includes data on
wage and hour equality as well and
contains such statements as the
following:

“Recent economic distress has led
many experts to doubt the validity
of temporary expedients to peg
women’s wages and not those of
men, enabling men . . . to underbid
the minimum for women and so
debase the entire wage scale. There
is a growing awareness of the de-
sirability of rating wages on the
services performed.”
