certificates involving labor rela-
tions| are being held by the State
Labor Commissioner pending in-

vestigation, the Labor Division
said | today.

NMot-for-profit groups seeking to
nrgay uze for mutual benefit must
show |they are controlled by em-
ployees, the Division announced.

Unitil recently, employee associa-
tions| have been granted charters
by the Secretary of State on appli-
cation. All petitions now are to
be investigated by the Labor Di-
vision Commissioner—Thomas Hut-
son said.

Organizations must comply with
Wagner Labor Relations Act pro-
visions, he explained, before being
granted a charter. Company con-
trolled unions or employee groups
are in violation of the act and will
be denied charters on Labor Di-
vision recommendation, Mr. Hut-
son explained.

Company union formation under
the not-for-profit, statute recent-
ly was protested by the State Labor
Federation.
- Charters may be dissolved by the
Secretary of State if investigation
proves their purpose to be in vio-
lation of the labor relations act,
according to the labor Division.

A $412,722 in building
permits issued last week, as com-
pared with the same week in 1936,
was reported by George R. Popp Jr.,
building commissioner.

Two hundred thirty-five permits
for a valuation of $531,459 were is-
sued, as compared with 191 for
$118,737 last year, he said.

This brought the total increase,
for the period of Jan. 1 to June 20,
1937 over the same period last year
to $1,526,531. Permits have been is
sued this year for a total valuation
of $4,355,734, as compared with $2,-
829,203 for 1936.
