DYING RICHETTI SAYS

JEFFERSON CITY, Mo, Oct. 7
(U. P.).—Adam Richetti, a profes-
sional killer, who, with leveled ma-
chine gun, mowed down five men
in the Kansas City Union Station
massacre of 1933, died in the lethal
chamber today, murmuring: “What
did I do to deserve this?”

Richetti was one of the most viei-
ous criminals of his generation.

When led into the lethal chamber
of the Missouri State penitentiary|
and strapped to the chair, he
blubbered, declared his innocence.
As the door closed on him, he
screamed, and, through the obser
vation window, witnesses saw him
cringing in the chair. A few sec
onds later, white gas plumes rose
from beneath him and choked ou
his life.
