Tarkington sometimes takes a nap,
has lunch and does no more wri
for the day. i

After he goes to bed that night
and before he falls asleep, he makes
a mental - outline of tomorrow’s
work. ' He breakfasts in bed and
checks the outline as he does: so.

“I'm disturbed if we don’t get as
fas as I outline,” he says.

Then, when work begins, Miss
Trotter reads back the dictation of
the day before, and they go on
building the novel, They average
about 800 words a day. After.it is
revised in manuscript, it is typed.
Then it is revised again, and finally
typed for publishers. -

Mr, Tarkington described how he
goes. about writing a short story.
He says at first he has a rough idea
which begins at the beginning of
the story.

Then, when he makes the outline,
he begins at the end.

“Unless you know the precise
ending, you can’t write the story,”
he said. “So you know the end.
Then you work out the next to the
end episode in-such a way that the
end will indeed be the end. Then
you work out the next episode and
soon you are at the beginning.

“Then you start at the beginning
and write the story through to the
planned end.

“But you must have your ending
thus and so, and your next to the
last episode so that the ending will
be thus and so.”

Mr. Tarkington says that he has
often considered getting a new
drawing board. There are ditches
in the wood of the one he has
where, during the years when he sat
there himself and wrote, he dug his
pencil futilely into the soft grain
for ideas.

But he has done nothing about
it, and although the bottom strip of
the board is loose and occasionally
lets a sheet of paper coast to the
floor, one suspects he will do noth-
ing about it.

“This novel,” Mr. Tarkington said,
“is about Indianapolis, of course,
because I know Indianapolis. But
it might be about Cincinnati, St.

Louis, Kansas City, Cleveland o
any other Midwestern city, 3
“It picks up where the last one
left off, in 1923. I remember pret-
ty far back in Indianapolis history.
I remember when this place here,
for instance, was out in the country.

“Now, we're in the smoke. belt.
That disturbs me. Things get dirty
and everything is so clean and]
quiet at the place in Maine. I wish
I had built 10 miles further out
of Indianapolis.

Mr. Tarkington produced and
lighted one of his thick and long,
specially-made Turkish cigarets.

“How many of those do you
smgke a day?” he was asked.

“I don’t know,” he said. “I'd
just as soon not know. I don’t like
to worry about something I've been
doing for 55 years. I began really
smoking at 15, I guess.

“I suppose I have built up an im-
munity to tobacco. And by. the way,
smoking these large cigarets has its
advantages. When I was in the
lzospital with my eyes, the doctor
limited me to one cigaret a day. He
meant one-of the small ones. But I
managed very well with these large
ones.”

“Have you any idea how many
words you have written for publica-
tion?”

“A dismal lot, but I have no no-
tion. I suppose I've written 50 books
and that doesn’t count the plays—I
think 20 were produced—and the
short stories. I've written pretty
steadily all my life. I took 6ix
months off in 1925 to motor through
northern Africa and Sicily, but
that’s the only vacation.”

Mr, Tarkington said he had just
received a letter from Alexander
Woollcott who is on the West Coast
about to start touring with' a com-
pany of “The Man Who Came to
Dinner.”

Mr. Tarkington has been host to
Mr. Woollcott several times. He
smiled a little and said:

“Of course, the play is a carica-
ture of Woollcott . . . but it's not so
unlike him.” .

for Maine.
