FARM SHORTAGE
24,700 Corn Belt Families

Unable to Rent Land

This Year.

P. G. Beck, regional director of
the Farm Security Administration
here, today reported that at least

24,700 Corn Belt families had been
unable to find farms this year,
Mr. Beck's region includes Ohio,

Indiana, Illinois, Towa and Missouri.
He said that in Missouri alone more
than 7000 famers known to FSA
employees had been unable to rent
farms for the 1940 crop year. A few
weeks ago Mr, Beck reported that

3859 Hoosier farm families had been
unable to rent farms this year.
“The problem of displaced farm

families which has been dramatized
for the Dust Bowl by such writings
as ‘Grapes of Wrath’ is becoming
increasingly acute even in the com-
paratively prosperous Middle West- |
ern agriclutural area,” Mr. Beck!
said.

Gives Population Figures
“For the nation as a whole, stu-

dies indicate that 1,600,000 fewer |
farm workers are necessary today |
than in 1929, but that farm popu- |
lation has increased 1,800,000 since |
that year.”

Mr. Beck said that figures from
county FSA supervisors indicated |
that the largest percentage of|
renters was being forced off the bet- |
ter farms, with a low percentage be-|

ing forced off poor land. The rea- |

son most frequently cited by su-|
pervisors for inability of so many
families to get locations was ‘ex- |
pansion of farm operations and in-!

crease in the size of farms due to

improved equipment and mechan- |
ization.” |
The supervisors, in discussing |

{possible remedies, placed the great- |
est emphasis on the need for further |
development of family-size farms,|
which would support a greater num- |
ber of families.

Tells of Progress
The FSA has been “quite success-

ful,” Mr. Beck said, in rehabilitating |
these families on family-sized farms. |
“Many of them, even on small farms,
have obtained the advantages of the |)
