Repression of Prostitution|

Favored; Segr_egation
Also Considered.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 24 (U. P.).

—The Public Health Service wants ;
to “repress” prostitution near Army|.

‘camps but its expert on venereal
diseases believes that “from a
scientific standpoint” and under cer-

tain conditions segregation and reg-|

ulation of prostitutes would be de-

sirable.

Dr. R. A. Vonderlehr, director of
the’ service’s venereal disease sec-
tion, revealed today that the rate
of venereal disease infections in the
new civilian Army is just as high

in the old regular Army.

" Prostitution around Army camps,

" he said, is tied up with' graft and
rackets, and some localities are not
able to cope with the problem.

Af, a press conference, he said:

“We want to repress prostitution.
But- from a scientific standpoint I
would favor segregation under these
circumstances:

“Examine all prostitutes. -

“Place them in an institution with
a big wall around it contalninz only
one entrance.

“All visitors to enter through that
entrance and be examined:

“Give them a prophylactic before
leaving.”

Mr, Vonderlehr charged that the
Army had failed to invoke the May
Act. where .thé prostitution problem
is acute—an act which allows it to
define areas where prostitution is
prohibited.
