Nine Tankers Sunk, Others
Are Diverted to War

WASHINGTON, Feb. 10 (U. P) —
The oil industry is operating today
under restrictions just short of
government rationing as supplies
threatened to drop to critical levels
at munitions plants on both coasts.

Fifteen major oil companies, re-
sponding to a federal request, began
loading all available tankers and
tan kcars exclusively with industrial
fuel oil in an effort to build up sup-
plies depleted by a tanker stortage.

Officials reported last month that
“a large number” of tankers, which
normally supply nearly all East
Coast and Pacific Northwest needs,
had been diverted to war duties in
the Pacific. Nine more have been
sunk by enemy submarines.

Whether more tankers are being
diverted was a military secret.

P.).—Allied forces which for 10 days
have held the Japanese invasion
at the Salween River, 100-0odd miles
from the Burma Road, prepared to-
day to meet a threatened new of-
fensive north of the smoking,
pomb-smashed river town of Paan.

The Japanese were believed gath-
ering in force on the east bank of
the Salween in Thailand to hurl an
attack westward toward Toungoo,
nearly midway of the Rangoon-
Mandalay railroad which is the
first limb of China's “life line.”

(Military sources in Chungking,
China, said the Japanese were con-
centrating at Chiengmai, Thailand,
for an offensive aimed at Toungoo,
175 miles due west.)

Would Divide Burma

Toungoo is 60 miles west of the
upper Salween where it forms the
Thailand-Burma border and 150
miles north and slightly east of
Rangoon.

An offensive on that east-west
line, 1756 miles north of captured
Moulmein, would cut the railroad
link of the Burma road and threat-
en both the Burmese capital and
Mandalay.

It would enable the Japanese to
fan out in flying columns for a
strike at Lashio, the Chinese sup-
ply base in the north, which is the
junction point for the railroad-

WASHINGTON, Feb. 10 (U, P).
—The State Department is dissatis-
fied with the Vichy Government’s
explanation of reports that Naszi
forces siriking across Libya have
been aided by French supplies, it
was understood on high authority
today.
