WASHINGTON, March 27. — At
least one member of the house
military affairs committee believes
that the “conduct of the war” bills
iptroduced by Rep. Jesse Sumner
(R. IlL.) should be taken seriously.

Rep. Forest A. Harness (R. Ind.)
declared today that he will move
that Gen. Marshall and other mem-
bers of the high command be called
before the committée to express
their views regarding the Sumner
bills and the charges the Illinois
congresswoman made in presenting
them,

1. Postponement of the invasion
of Europe until Pretsident Roosevelt
can secure agreements to a declara-
tion that the sovereign right of op-
pressed nations will be protected.

Political Issue Raised

2. Unify the Pacific command un-
der Gen. Douglas MacArthur, and
send him ample equipment “to de-
feat the Japs within one year.”

“I see no reason why we should
not inquire intp the questions raised
by Miss Sumner,” Mr. Harness said.

“There is growing talk that politi-
cal, rather than military, considera-,
tions have dictated many moves in
this war. The miiltary affairs com-
mittee could at least have the prop-

| er officers appear for questioning,

|if only to be assured in each in-
stance that such has not been the
case.
