sey—and Jud McAtee, whose last
previous professional game had been
as a member of the local team, Be-
cause they had been training with
Detroit, however, President Podoloff
interpreted the rules in such a way
that the players were branded as
National leaguers, although they
had not yet appeared in action in

that circuit.
The Caps’ 7-t0-3 victory was re-

versed, giving Hershey the game by
forfeit, and the local club is de-

termined to prove tomorrow night
that Hershey can't beat Indianap-
olis on the ice even though the
Bears-may have won a game “in
