m.'w YORK, Nov. 2 (U. P.)~The general election pampaign ends

today.

It will be up to voterl in 47 states to decide Tuesday whether the
Democratic party shall continue in tontrol of congress.

Polls and surveys indicate that Republicans il win control of
the house and that the margin of control either way.in the senate

will be very .close.

That foreshadows two’ years “of
political stalemate .in Washington.
With the White House held by one
party and either house of con-
gress controlled by another, the
roadblocks against legislative action
will be enormous.

There will be a scattering of
campaign activity after today. The
big push is over. President Tru-
man is back home in Missouri,
having set a record of some kind by
not making a single campaign
speech. Henry A. Wallace, whom
he bounced out of his- cabinet for
opposing . administration  foreign
policy, has been the most publicized
Democratic campaigner,” Mr, Wal-
lace is coming here this week-end
to end his campaign swing with
several informal auditorium ad-
dresses. Although he was invited
to help campaign by the Democratic
national commtitee, Mr, Wallace
still is sharp-shooting administra-
tion foreign policy.

But most embarrassing to the
Democrats "has. been the loud
support of American Communists.
Party spokesmen ignored the Com-
munists: for a while. But the Re-
publican fire got too hot.

This week Chairman Robert E.
Mannegan of the Democratic na-
tional committee went on a na-
tion-wide broadcast to shoo the
Communists off the Democratic
band wagon.

ottest Issue;

Mr. Hannegan invited the Com-
munists to vote for Republican
candidates. The Communists
promptly announced they would ‘ig-
nore Mr., Hannegan, more in sor-
row than in anger.
| 80 the Communists will vote
Democratic in New York state, and
elsewhere, according to the Dalily
Worker. Here their primary objec-
tive is to prevent re-election of
Governor Thomas E. Dewey. They
know if Mr. Dewey is elected with
a whopping majority on Tuesday
he will have taken .a long step
toward the Republican presidential
nomination in 1948.

‘Mr. Dewey’s. most optimistic sup-
porters’ claim today that he will be
re-elected Tuesday. by a majority of
700,000 votes over James M, Mead.
Mr. Dewey's close assoclates suggest
they would be content with 500,000
—and no wonder.

To win control of congress the
Republicans need to gain a mini-
mum of 26 seats in the house and
10 in the senate.

One senate seat and three house
seats were filled—all Republican—
by Maine which held its election on
S6pt. 9. Despite the saying that as
Maine goes, so goes the nation, last
September’s returns from -Maine
didn't indicate much of anything
except that a Republican state still
was Republican. .

South it represents “‘he
plantation owners, the non-resi-
dence northern owners of railroads,
mills, mines and smelters, and
makes a business of spreading racial
hatred among the lower and middle
classes of the South, so they wul
not unite.

Pointing out that five .financial
groups control one-third of the
nation’s production, Mr. LaFollette
charged Republicans had done
nothing-to control this anti-demo-
cratic condition since the time of
Theodore Roosevelt.

Though- the nation now has no
party to' which progressive, liberal
thinking people can turn, the Dem-
ocratic party offers the best chance
of becoming a rallying point, Mr.
LaFollette said. He insisted, how-
ever, that weakening of liberal-wing
Democrats in favor of the reac-
tionary coalitionists might preclude
such a development.

On the issue. of commuynism,
widely exploited by Republican can-
didates , throughout Indiana, Mr
LaFollette said:

“The same people who are
screaming ‘communism’ up and
down this state either secretly be-
long to, or secretly applaud or sec-
retly receive the support of the
Ku Klux Klan.”

The real danger from communism
lies in.the encouragement it gets
from maladjustments between the
earning power of workers and the
profits of the favored few, and such
maladjustments are deliberately
sponsored by the congressional
coalition, Mr. LaFollette said.
