WASHINGTON+ Feb. 11 (UP)
—The Civil Aeronautics Admin-
istration said today that 52 new
alrports should be built in In-
diana and that 52 other existing
airports should be. improved dur-
ing the next three years.

Cost of the Hoosler projects
would be $14,218,000, of which
the federal government should
spend $6,699,000 and local spon-
sors $7,519,000.

In the nation at large, the CAA.
estimated, . 2745 new airports
should be built and 2090 existing
ones improved in the three-year
period. The cost would be
$1,048,500,000.
