Part of 15-Year Plan

One of the most spectacular air
shows in the history of American
aviation will open in the Civil
Aeronautics Administration Tech-|
niéal Development Center at
Weir Cook airport here tomorrow.

The show will demonstrate to
U. 8., Canadian and British mili-
tary and civilian aviation leaders
how the United States plans to
regulate air traffic of the future
by the development of an air-
1ane equivalent of highway traffic|
controls. |

It will be the premiere of a 15-
year government program of ‘co-
ordinating and standardizing air
navigation and traffic control
systems throughout the nation.
The program was developed by
the Radio Technical Commission’
for Aeronautics and the CAA.

It has beén approved by the
President’s Air Policy Commis-
sion and the Congressional Afr
Policy Board.

Experts to Assemble

Afrcraft experts throughout the
United States, Canada and Great
Britain will assemble here to
examine trafic control’ systems
and all-weather flying devices|

which will be demonstrated during F

the show. The entire series of
demonstrations  will  continue
three weeks.

Among the devices which have
been in the developmental stage
for years are the omni-directional
range, new' distance measuring |
equipment, the automatic com-
puter and surveillance radar.

These devices have been studied
and tested by the national policy!
boards and the CAA. Backers of
the 15-year program contemplate,
putting them i1 operation on every
major airfield in the nation. I

Already the nation’s center of
CAA technical development, In-
dianapolis will become the focus
of international attention in the
next three weeks.
