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'Story of Wilbur Shaw—

 Speedway's Genial President Has Other
Talents Besides Being Crack Driver

. A man who has cheated death,
|invented mechanical gadgets and
{spent hours hunting and uahlng
m:ommnndn respect.
|  Wilbur Shaw has done all that.

He has ingenuity. He started
from scratch when he began
building his own racing machine
for the 1936 race. He wasn't o

|draftsman but he sketched what
|he had in mind, lathed many of
the parts and retrieved others
from junk piles.

Eleven years ago he piddled
around with his version of a car-
buretor; one that would idle down
to one-half mile per hour and ac-
celerate efficiently and quickly.
Recently Motor Age magazine

showed interest in the carburetor similar peanut-eating and crashes Vernon, Ind.,

and asked for blueprints.
A Marksman
In 1940 Shaw became associated

with the Firestone Aircraft Co
and -after the war had stopped
all racing, he was a key

figure in the company's soaring
aircraft tire business. While in
Akron he designed a special alr-
|plane wheel for low profile tires
and developed a self-sealing, non-
|metallic gasoline tank, later
|adopted by the Navy for aircraft
|carrlers.

He is an excellent fisherman
and hunter and a marksman with
|the rifle. Once he bagged a ground-
{hog at 420 yards, that's almost a
|quarter of a mile. He used a
telescopic sight.

As if racing weren't too excit-
ing, Shaw learned to fly in:1919
and one of his early teachers was
Shorty Lynch, who also taught
Charles Lindbergh. Since 1919,
Shaw has piloted everything from
puddle - jumpers to four - motor
planes.

excitement when he got lost fly-
ing* a Wasp Beechcraft from
Dallas, Tex., to El Paso. Strong
tailwinds tossed him off course
and after fuel and oxygen had
run out, he made an emergency
landing in the darkness in Mexico.

Shaw has had superstitions
concerning racing and coincident-
ally his last 500-Mile Race was

—|his 13th dt the Speedway. It was

the most injurious for .after kiss-
ipg the waH late in the race he
spent three months in a plaster-
of-Paris shell. He wore the same
pair of shoes for years and years
on race days and he frowned upon
his mechanics eating peanuts in
the pits.
