MODEL WORKSHOP FROM ORANGE CRATES

Every boy should have a work corner., Ask for a spot in the
garage, the basement, the attic or a backporch where you can make
a work shop for your model building. You don't have to spend a
lot of money to have a work table and it does not even have to be
as long as the one shown in the drawing. Just one orange crate
stood on end can be a starter and later as your needs grow you
can add another with a board for a working surface. If you have
two crates, spread them apart so you can get your knees under the
table and be more comfortable. A discarded nail keg with a pad
or pillow on top is about the right height for a stool. Keep all
your modeling tools in the bins provided by the crate divisions.
Cheese boxes with empty thread spool handles provide small
drawers for nails, screws, airplane cement, paints and brushes.
