WASHINGTON, Sept. 9—Great
Britain was reported unofficially

There and in London today to de-

sire a $600 million Reconstruction
Finance Corp. loan wholly outside
the current three-nation dollar
conference.

Working groups representing
Untied States, Canadian and Brit-
ish conferees continued today to
explore indirect methods of sal-
vaging the British economy.

Congress heard with interest,
but without any gréat enthusiasm,
the general outline of the aid
program proposed by the British
at yesterday's conference session.

The RFC loan would not in-
volve a congressional appropria-
|tion mor-increased Marshall Plan
spending: If applied for and
granted, it would be fully covered
by collateral. RFC officials told
the United Press no foan applica=-
| tion had- been made so far.

Great Britain obtained a $425
million RFC loan in July, 1941,
It bears 3.per -cent inferest and
was to run 15 years. All but
$120,900,000 of that advance has
been repaid.

Have Ample Collateral

secure the 1941 loan. Of this
collateral, $33,600,000 has been
