Wresled trom thelr mas-
ter's control, with freedom conferred on them
by goOvVerument, as n war measture, and io ald of
the Unlon eanse; given the eleetive franchise as
a means notalone of protection to themselves
is now the
high daty of the governunent, frem which it
ran not shrink witheut increasing and de-
serving the execration of maukind for all
time, to protect t~em in the rightsand privileges
of this enforced citizenship. Their igoormanoe is
not thelir fault. Thelr errors of theory and mis-
takes in conduet are but the legitimate fruits of

ORGANIZATION OF THE CONVENTION—XO
PLATFORM TO-DAY—BALLOTING FOR CHIEF
JUSTICE.

Prrrsnvie, Aug. 26.—The democratic State
convention assembled at Library Hall at 11
o’clock this morning, and was called to order by

Dr. Andrew Newberger, chalrman of the State
ceniral committee. The Hon. Willlam A.
Wallace was chosen temporary chalirman.

Willlam H, Witt presented a resolutien that

a commitiee of one from each senatorial distriet
be appoinied, to which all resolutions be referred
withoat debale, and that the chalrman appsint

& committee Lo open telegraphle communica-
tion with other conventlons now In session in
otbher States, Commlitiees on resolutions and
pérmanent organization were selected, afler
which the convention adjourned. It re-
assembled shortly afler 4 o'clock.
The commiitee on permanent or-
ganization presented thelr report recommend-
ing Jthe Hoan. W. A. Wallace for permanent
chairman with a large number of vleegmluenu
and secretaries, which was adopted. The report
of the committee on resolutions was called for,
but it was announced that it would not bhe able
to report nntil to-morrow forenoon. The com-
mittee then proceeded to ballot for the nomina-
tionof a candidate for Supreme emlge. Five
ballots were laken, which resulted in no choice.
Amouﬁ the ifaportant features of Lhe platiorm,
which It is belleved will be adopted, are the de-
manding of restrictions upon national banks,
and denouncing attempis to procure decisions
from the Supreme Co adverse 10 the new con-
stitutien, and determinedly opposing mixed
schools, believing that the co-education of
whites apd blacks would be detrimental to both

races,

QUESTION—AND REJECTS THE INDIAN
PEACE POLICY.

ToPERA, KAN,, Aug. 26.—-The republican State
eonvention met here to-day and permanently
organized by the electlon of T. Dwight Thacher,

of Topeka, as president, and John A. Martin, of
Atchison, as secreiary. The committes on res.

olutions reported a platform wh'ch was unan-

imously adopted, afler a lengthy preamble
which rocites a record of the repub-
lican party f.om its oganizahion to
the present time, especially noting its
action and achievements during the war and
ubsequently, reconstruction and other measures
kr the welfare of the country and commending
in strong terms its rare courage in investigating
official delinquencies and ponishing official dis-

uron glory. New issues are constantly arising,
and the pary thnat deslres 1o
live must be ready to provide
for their solution.

provide for the emergencies of the preseut, and

make this period date not only the death of
Flavery, bat as well the birth of a eomprehien-
Bive natienality. ‘iThe strictest and nfirm-
