Semmed up briefly the reports
show the outlock for spring wheat 1o be
favorable, more so than for & number of
years, with @ materisl iocreass in the acre-
ege sown., From representative Counties in
Jifferent Mates, that is, Counties each of
which fsirly represents the condition of
several of ita neighbors, the following sum-
mary istaken: Oat of forty-one Countlies
in Wiscousin sixteen report an increase in
the acreage of epring wheat ranging from
10 10 109 per ceet, fourteen report a de-
crease in acreage of from ¢ 10 33 per cent,
and the remaining eleven ve the
acresge the same as last year, bree re-
port the general condition ana outlook more
favoreble than previously known; onere
portsthem as less favorable, while the re-
maining ones give them as equal to last
year. The scil was in splendid condition
when it received the grain and the weather
Las been very favorable.

In reports frowm twenty-two Counties in
Minpesoa given, five report a decrease in
the screage of spring wheat ranging from 8
to 50 per cent.; thirteen report an increase
in acreage of from G to 100 per cent., and
the remainder give the same acresge as last
year, Nine Counties report the appesr.uce
and genersl outlook more favorableé than at
this time last year, three report less [avor-
able and the remainder report them as egual

to last year. Oat of repons fromu twenty-
one Counties in Dakota only one gives

an unfavorable report, Thie ove, Traill

County, complains of floods and eold
Ail othera report an increase in acreapge of

from 25 to 1,000 per cent, and spesk in
elowing terms of the outlook. It should be
remembered, however, that some of these
Counties giving so large a percentage of
increase, raised little or nothing last year.
Due a'lowance should be made, of course,
for enthusissm common to the inkabitants
of all new conutries, but after making
such  ellowance, there #till re
mains basis enough wupom which to
build the hope of & yield of wheat at least
donble that of last year. ) X

Out of reports from 21 Counties in Ne
braska, ten report & decrease in acreage of
spring wheat and sit an increase. All give
the outlook for a good crop as very fine. In
some of ten Counties wherethe spring whest
acresge is given as less, the winter wheat

Tallmnage's Report from Californin.

Mitwavke, Wis, May 13.—<Edwin F.
Emith, Becretary of the State Board of Ag-
riculture of California, writes 8. W. Tall-
mage of this city, under date of May 7: “In
answer to your favor'of the 21st ult., where-
in you make inquiry as to the general out
louk of our crop of wheat for 1883, ] would
say that onr prospects are only fair. Bom-
mer [rllowed grain is doing well. Winter
sown in a msjority of places was severely
injured by the dry wealher we had the
latter part of February aud
March 26, In Colosao County, one of
the largest wheat growirg Counties in
the Staie, there will not be half a crop. We
bave had, as is somewhat of an unusual oc.
currence at this time of the year, ebout *wo
and a half inches of rain since May 1. This
will not benetit us to any great extent, as it
comes too Jate, Had we received that
awount of rain in March the yield would
bave exceeded that of 1880, which was
45,000,000 bushiels. Although the rain will
help very late sown grain in some 3 of

the State, it will work an injury to the grow
ing grein in the low lands in the way of

rigt, Ourexport for this yearis estimated
all the wsy from 15,000.000 to 20 000,090
bushels. Our incremse in wheat is about
2,600,000 acres. Thas of course does not in-
clude fallowed land that ia for next year.
We fallow our land here early in the
spring and sow it early in the fall
In taking the s&creage I find that
this hes been incladed in the report
of lends cultivated for wheat. As there is
about 25 per cent, recovered each year for
the summer fallow, it makes considerable

decrease in the estimatss heretofore given.
Our total yield this year can not exceed 30,-
000,000 bushels, aud to get that we must
have most favorable weather and no unfor-
seen drawbecks from now umtil harvest.”
San Fraxcisoo, May 13.—Wheat crop au-
thorities now state that the harvest will be
the greatest California has ever had. The
resent indications will possibly make it the
anper State. Opinions are based on the in-
creased acreage and unusually propitiovs
weather this month—steady light raina, al-
ternated with warm, sunny days. Wheat is
ripening slowly., The kernels are heavy. A
strong sun, such as we frequently have in
May, makes the grain ripen too early, shriy-
eling it. It is clotely calculated that we will
Jave 11 500 000 tons to export next year.
