1 told htm la my room that I had
written to him all I intended to sav in regard to
fee conduct i f his wife. I didn't care to tell him,
but 1 at last related to him everything that Mrs.
Roth told me. Mrs. Roth had asked me it I had
r.oticed anything pecular ab:ut Mrs. Thompson;
that she had spent tne night In Davis' room and
was very drunk; that they remained from : 45

uu til 10 o'clock; that Mrs. Thompson wattled to
enter my room, but Waiter Davis led her to his
own. All these things I told Fn.il
the Tuesday evening he spent In Cincinnati before
he came nome to liarrodaburg. Mr. Thompson's
actions were very strange, i or an hour and a
hill he dl'lu't speak to me and seemed very un-iiapp-

Finally he remarked: "Jessie, I have a
little nervous spell." 1 left him at 11 o'clock. I
didu'tMe Mr. 1 nompson again. I did write let-
ters to Mr. Davl, Mrs Thompson and Phil
Ttnmp'on. I Informed Mr. DavU that I knew of
hlscouloct the nlcrht before. Tnese letters were
all written the morning alter the occurrence in
the hotel.

The eximlnaltoa cf Mia Baciner was con-
cluded at 12 o'clock, and her crosa-examinatl-

was adjourned uuill after dinner.
The young woman was escorted to the wltnees

teat by Mr. Johu Thompson, and the cross exami-
nation waa commenced. Daring tie entire after-
noon the ooid. defiant look never left tne counte-
nance of the handsome woman, but at times she
became piqned and disturbed.
