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ANOTHER SELFMURDER

Growirg Out of tli. Illicit Love of Kite Diw.on
&ad ter Stepson.

Oscar Dawson Visits the Old Home, ia Re-
proached by His Father and Take.

His Own life The Story
in Fall.

Another chapter In the sensational history
of the Dawson family is to be recorded, as
another member of the once happy and
prosperous family has sought relief from the
Dangs of disgrace and remorse in self murder.
Oscar Dawson has gone to join his paramour
and give account with her for the flagitious
disregard of the sanctity of the home rela
tions which they destroyed in obedience to
an unnatural and unholy passion.

Thursday morning Oscar Dawson left
this city to eo to the residence of
hia father in Perry Townshisp. This
step was regarded as reckless by the rela-

tives, because the father had vowed to shoot
the son, on sight, and when it had become
known that Occar was coming, neighbors
came in to prevent further trouble. It 13

said that there was a stormy scene between
father and son, but no altercation ensued,
and after the two had separated Oscar en
tered the house, and went to the room where
the remains of Mrs. Kate Dawson lay, He
gazed silently for several minutes upon
the face of the dead, and then turned and
left the room. He however remained about
the house until after the dinner
hour, when he asked one of the female mem-
bers of the family for something to eat. Hi
request was granted, and in an hour or so h 2

started. on his way back to the city. Hi
arrived at the residence vi hia brother Sam-
uel, 383 East New York street, where he has
been living, about 6 o'clock. Daring the
evening he referred bitterly to the treatment
accorded him by his father, but beyond this
he said but little to the members of the
household.

Yesterday morning Samuel Dawson went
to his work in the southern part of
the city at the usual hour, Oscar re-
maining at home. About 11 o'clock Samuel
was summoned home, the messenger an-

nouncing that Odcar had taken arsenic and
was dving. When he arrived there he t'ound
Dr. Taylor at work endeavoring to relieve
the now unconscious man, but his efforts
were without success, and at 4 o'clock life
was extinct. Word was then sent to the
family in Terry Township, but at last ts

no response had been received.
The suicide of Mr3. Kate Dawson

Wednesday, and the suicide of Os-

car yesterday, naturally recalls the his-
tory of the troubles in the Dawson
family. John W. Dawson, the father, is a
wealthy farmer of Terry Township. He
n:arried and buried three wives, and was
ncaring his three score and tenth year when
in 13TS he took into his family as a servant
woman, one Kate Messersmith, a woman of
twenty years, who had been at the Home for
Friendless Women, and had there given
birth to an illegitimate child. She was
recommended to the old man by the institu-
tion, and she proved so companionable in
his widowerhood that his children soon be-

gan to suspect that their father would make
her his wife. The suspicion proved true,
and despite their opposition Mr. Daw-
son determined to give them a new
step-mothe-r. The marriage took place
in 187;, and the children left their home
through mortification and disgust. A year
later a child was born to the pair, and to all
Outside appearances winter and summer, De-
cember ana June, were hippily united. The
children got over their opposition and Oscar,
then a bachelor of twenty-fiv- e years, went
home to live, taking upon himself the care
of the farm. On Friday, the 13th of Novem-
ber, 1885, Oscar and Mrs. Kate Dawson left
home together and came to the city. The
police were notified of the fact, vid a search
was made for them. Just one week later
they were arrested at a private boarding
house on South Pennsylvania itreet, where
they were passing as man and wife under
the assumed name of Smith. They
were arrested and slated for adultery and
were finally sent to the i "Work-hous- e. Com-
promises were made and eventually the two
were released. A divorce suit was riled and
afterward dismissed. Oscar and Kate were
last week fined $25 each in the Criminal
Court. John W. Dawson's suit for divorce
was filed last Saturday and a hearing was
had in Judge Taylor's Court and a divorce
granted. Mrs. Dawson was given

l,0CO alimony and she and Oicar
were arranging to go to California when
Mr. Bernhamer filed suit to collect an ed

debt of $100 against Mrs. Dawson.
The money was in bank, and she being un-
able to pet it, walked ont to the Dawson
homestead Wednesday morning. In reply
to some question she told one of Mr. Daw- -
son's family that she had taken poison to
kill herself. When asked why she did it,
she said Bernhamer had gotten her money
and she had nothing else left for her to do.

Mrs. Dawson's funeral was set for this
morning and the programme will doubtless"
be earned out, John W. Dawson having ar
ranged for the funeral to be held in the
morning and the remains to be buried at
Crown Hill. Oscar's funeral will probably
take place Sunday, although this date may
be changed to suit the convenience of the
family.

knew you then as one of the cheekiest ras
cals that ever slipped out of prison. You
are George Hazzard.

I don't go back on my name, I am George
Hazzard, and when I stood up before Walter
L). Gres ham and went to prison, bnt because
I was down once is no reason I should stay
there, is it? You won't give me away, will
you

tions. To-da- y he lies in jail. Once again he
has been at his old Hooaier tricks. Charged
witn obtaining money under false pretenses,
he again languishes behind the bars.

Hazzard coolly said he had never received a
cent from Lawrence. Lawrence, drunk as
fce was, in very forcible languaga informed
him he was a blank liar.

The blazing
sun which fell on his head and face was add-
ing untold suffering in his enfeebled condi-
tion. After the fight he was left with the
dead or dying, for it was supposed he could
not live more than a few minutes or hours.
After the troops had withdrawn, some of the
poeple living in the vicinity of the battle-
field passed over it, relieveing the necessities
oi the wounded so far as possible. As they
passed near where Stone lay suffering in the
hot sun, unable to speak, a young lady in
the party noticed him and the suffering the
sun must produce if he were still conscious.
Telling her companions she believed he was
still alive, she procured the ramrods from
four muskets lying near by, and sticking
them in the ground about his bead, fastened
over the top a scarf from her shoulders, to
break the rays of the sun.
