A review of
ths salient features of the administration; of
what it has accomplished and sought to accom-
plish, and of the dificulties with which it has
had to contend, is theretore appropriate at this
time and not without wvalue to the country at
Jarge.

The key-note of Mr, Cleveland’s policy from
the beginning has been to give the people a
practical, business-like administration, irre-
spective of personal considerations. No one
who has talked with Mr. Cleveland; who has
observed the perfect candor and openness of
his language on this point and has watched the
animated play of his features when discussing
§t, as the writer has done, can fail to be con-
vinced of the earnestness and sincerity of his
purpose, his high sense of public duty and his
devotion to the best interests of the people.
There is probably no American in public life
who has a deeper, more genuine sympathy
with the people, and there never has been a
president more acoessible or one who surren-

dered so much of his time to gratify the natu- |

ral curiosity and interest of the bone and sinew
of the land in their chief executive as Mr.
Cleveland.

In conversation with the writer to-day, he re-
marked feeling that his afternoon re-
ceptions, or hand-shakes as he calls them, were
the pleasantest incidents of his life. He de-

_ The president is as firm now as he ever was
in the opinion that tarif raform is the great
Tiving issue for the demoeracy. He regards it
a~ sn izsue in harmony with the spiri
traditions of the party, one inveolving
enormous henefits 1o the people. e be-
Lieves that sooner or later the
masses will be thoroughly aroused to gn indig.
nant perception of the burdens unjnstly
impaosed upou them by the tariff laws, and of
the fact that the taxing power of the nation is
being recklessly used for the benefit of a fa-
vored class. He does not tolerate the idea that
the democracy was beaten on the tanif issue
last fall. “Iad certain conditions been elimi-
nated from the campaign,” he said, “we would
have won a decisive victory.,”

So far as he is individoally concerned, he
bas no regrets at laying down his trust. He
thinks the defeat of the democracy is to be de-
plored because of the injury resulting to the
publie interests, hut personally he experience
& profound sense of relief at the prospect of
speedy release from the ordeal to which
he has been exposed during the past four
years. The strain has been s0 great
thst no man of less robust health and rugged
virility conld have withstood it. One of the
most trying leatures of his position has been
that, in the discharge of his official duties, he
has been called upon so frequently to ofend per-
sons whose friendship and gonod opinion he val-
ued. Mr. Cleveland’s sympathiesare warm and
easily roused. The insensibility with which he
bas so often besn accused is a supposed trait of
eharacter which has no existence. He has
eiten hesitated between his personal inclina-
tions and his sanse of what was exacted of him
hy the dignity of his position, the interests of
the puablie and his oath of office. He has had
to fight for the right at almost every step of
his official progress, and he is naturally tired
of the continuous wear and tear of the contess,
It is an open secret that he accepted
the demoeratic nomination last summer with
genuine reluetance, and after earnest efiorts to
excape it,  His supposed political sspirations
for the future do not exist. There ia no rivalry
on his purt between himself and anybody else,
“I am in no one’s war." he says. “I shall be
delighted to bhe relieved of the ecares of the
presidency. On the 4th of Mareh next, on
purely personal grpunds, there will be no hap-
pier man in the United States.”

When Mr. Cleveland came into office he
found the departments filled with incompe-
tents, who had found permanent lodgment
there through favoritism. His doubt is whether
sufficient eleaning out has been done to sub-
serve the hest interests of the government and
to give wider scope for civil service reform

The president recognizes fully the feeling of
the great mass of democratic office-seekers who
expected place and recognition, and the dis-
appointment and irritation which resulted
from his inability to satisfy them. It is a mat-
ter of deep regret to him that he could not do
&0, bat he fsatl a higher public duty 1o perform,
the purification and elevation of the nublie
service and elimination from party politics, as
fur as possible, of the degrading wuse of
“patronage,” an evil that has grown
to gigantic proportions and was
ily ipereasing. He is very earoest in
advocacy of civil service as being a thor-
oughly practical reform, and
democratic. He thinks the work of hix ad-
ministration has fixed this reform as a perma-
nent feature of our system of government, and
that no party can afford to antagonize it openly.
So far as his own status in the party,as
affected by his attitude on the civil service
question is concerned, it may be said that he
regards himself as 8 better demoerat than many
of his erities,

The president is espacially gratified at the
effect of his administration on the prosperity
and happiness of the southern people, bot
black ana white. He believes in making no
distinetions between any of the sections, and
he deprecates strongly the revival of animosi.

Mine<Owner Lawrence Makes a Poor Dea-
fense of the Scheme by Which Miners
Are Pillaged —-Big Lobbies Working
to Defeat FProposed Reforms.

Before the election the eoal operators of In-
! diana were begging the miners to save them-
selves from pauperism by voting for Gen. Har-

rison and protection to American labor. To- |

day these same coal monopolists fill the lobby

| of the legislative balls, begging democratic

members to protect their “‘pluck-me’ stores
and robbing conl screens. The miners sent
here practical miners to point out to the com-
mitlees the abuses practiced by the operators,
There is no law mnow on the statute
books fixing a uniform coal screen, and
operntors econstruct screens to suit
themselves. Under the present system
of coal mining in this state the miners are
paid 50 and 90 cents per ton for
digeing ecoal. Before it is weighed, it ia
dumped over a long inclined screen made of
long diamond-shaped iron ba; One or two
stays are placed across the bars to arrest the
coal which causes about 50 per cent, to fall
through, between the bars, and into the
operator's car. The coal digger receives
nothing for this. He receives the scale price
for the big chunks which eannot fall between
the bars. In reality the miners only get 60
centa for the coal they dig.

The miners have made a fair proposition to
the operators in regard to a standard screen,
but the operators object to any legal screen
and are keeping a bi_._: lobby here to prevent
any legislation upon the matter. In the lobby
the miners are at great disadvantage. They
cannot send lobhyists to hang around the rriu-
cipal hotels and the state-house, as the coal op-
erators are now doing.

The “pluck me” stores are also in wgreat
danger, and 1]:_.; coal lobby has a very difficult
task in defending them. THE SENTINEL has
aiready exposed the “pluck-me' system of the
eoal operators of Clay county.

The unanimous
verdiet of these poor men is that the “pluck-
me" stores are the curse of the miners.

Mr. Lawrence thinks that the opposition and
eomplaint comes more from the merchanta of
Brazil than irom the miners who purchase from
the stores. It is true that in this fight {or “free
trade” the miners have the support of the
merchants, The latter have reaso>n to com-
pilain. Not only are the wmerchants and
miners complaining, but the farmers and
in fact every tax-payer of the connty. It would
he better for Clay county if the rich mineral
wealth had never been discovered. The profit
from the coal and the “pluck me"” all goes to
Chicago. In a quarter of a century Clay
county will be like a deserted mining camp—
the block eoal will be exhansted, the farms
caved in and nearly every dollar made out of
the business will be in Chicage. The bona fide
merchants, the men who pay the taxes, who
kecp up the improvements of Brazil, bave a
right o complain. More than £700,000 of paid-

CHICAGO, Feb. 17.—0ne of the tallest office
buildings in America collapsed this morning.
A number of workmen rushed ont just in time
to escape being erushed under the mountain of
wreckage. The Owings block is the mmin. It

| stories high, situated at the corner of Dearborn
| and Adams-sts,, just opposite the postoffice, in
| the center of the business district. The ten
lower gtories fell in, leaving the wallt and four
upper floors and roof standing in a decidedly
shaky condition.

The building, which was rapidiy approach-
ing completion, was eonsidered one of the
finest in the city from the standpoints of con-
venience, strength and agricultural magnifi-
cence. [ts upper stories were of pressed brick,
the three lower of stone.  The roof was com-
pleted about three weeks ago. The interior
was entirely of tile, sunpported in place by
massive iron girders.  Work has been pushed
as rapidly as possible and the eontractors have
ut times literally filled the structure with work-
men. Yesterday three iron tanks, intended to
hold water for the elevator power, arrived at
the building. COue of these, weighing 2,200
pounds, wns hoisted to the twelfth story, while
another, 300 pounds lighter, was placed in
position to be elevated to-morrow. To the
east of the shaft, extending through the center
of the building, the walls and tloors of tile had
been completed and work bhad been begun on
the iron stairense.

The immediate cause of the collapse was un-
doubtedly the giving way of the tile flooring in
the tenth story. This, the ruins show, fell to
the floor below, knocking out more tiling
which fell through, the mass thus gaining in
weight until the fifth story was reached, when
the whole tore away the iron beams on this
nnd the floors below, bending them outof
shape and shaking the walls of the foundation.
It is presumed that the settling of the buildinge
caused the first break, The tiles of which the
floors are made fit together like kevstones and
depend on each other other for support. A ny
extension of the spuee confining them wounld
tend to allow the entire mass to drop ont, Its
displacement from plumb is not partienlarly
noticcable to the inexperienced eye, but great
criicks run off from the center like strands in a
gigantic spider web,

There was much eommert among the busi-
ness men and others who congregated after the
wreéck. The very faet that the accident was
entirely unforeseen seemed to be generally con-
sidered the most serious phase of it. “Suppose,”
said one spectator, “that it had not happened
for @ month or twn, when the building was
fully oceupied.” Notwithstavding the gzreat
hight of the building, the land on which it
stands is not more thau fifty feet square. The
design was to utilize every inch. Seven stories
has, until lately, been about the averaze in that
peighborhood, and the tapering, sky-piercing
gable and graceiul towers of the Owings build-
ing were & most impressive and picturesque
sight, towering over the surrounding roofs.

TecryMsew, Mich., Feb.17.—A shoeking trae-
edy occurred in this village last night, by which
a whole family has heen wiped out of existence
Frank L. Silvers, a well-known horse-breeder
shot his wife and two danghters, Edith and Ada
aged eleven and nine respectively, and then
ended his awful act by shooting himself.
Rilvers bought the revolver with which
the erime was committed yesterday.
The bhodies were found thi= mornlng
by neighbors, who, noticing that the curtains
were down and failing to arouse any one,
foreed open a door. In the parlor lay the body
of Mrs. Silvers, fully dressed. The bodies of
the children were found in bed up-stairs, and
in the same room, on the floor, lay Silvers
wellering in blood and still breathing. E very
one of the vietims had been shot through the
temple, and with the exception of Silvers him-
self, death probably was instantaneous. [He is
still alive, but unconscious and cannot recover,
There is no known cause for the deed, Silvers
was apparently in prosperous circumstances,
and his relations with his family were pleasant.
