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ALL FOR TARIFF REFORM.

A HUGE GATHERING AT BLOOMFIELD.

Ten Thousand People Hear Senator Voor-
hees Expose the Iniguities of the
Robber Tariff System—Other

Strong Speeches.

BurooxrreLD, July 28.—[From a staff corres-
pondent. | —The tariff reform picnic here Satur-
day, while a decided novelty in its way, was &
wost ungualified success. At an early hour
wisitors were pouring into the town by car-
yisges, by wagon loads, on foot and by mil,
and by the middle of the forenoon the streets
were jammed. At 10 o’tlosk the multitude
moved oui to the fair grounds, one mile east
of the town, where the speaking was held,
The sccommodations of the ground were taxed
to the utmost to hold the erowd, which over-
flowed into the highways and a large grove ad-
joining the grounds. By 11 o’clock fully 10,
000 people were in attendance,

The weather was beautiful, but the day was
warm, and the lemonade and ice cream man
was an honored citizen.

At 12:40 the speakers came on the ground,
escorted by the Bloomfield band, which dis-
ecoursed some very fine music. The crowd
purged up around the speaker's stand, and
those in front sat quietly down on the ground,
thus giving the ladies, who occupied benches
a little in the rear, a chance to see and hear,
As the thousands settled into place it became

apparent that pot all could hear. Looking |

ocean of ap-turned, eager faces, stretehing far
away among the trees, No speaker could have
uttered a sentence so that all could hear, and
those on the outskirts of the crowd were much
dizappointed.

Cobb, Judges Robinson and Carleton, Sena-
tor Ernest Pritchett, Speaker Niblack and a
goore of the most promisent men in the state
were present.

Mr. Cobly’'s speech was briei, but logical and
eloguent. He said that the people were not
inflamed mow with political excitement, and
that therefore they were in the proper mood
to discuse the tariff and other important ques-
tions.

“The system thus referred to is generally
called indireet taxation. When taxes are laid
upon any article that is produced by man,

at tax is not paid finally by the person who
pays it in the first instance,
by the manufacturer, the importer, or other
vuun from whom the government collects it

hat person sets out as a tax collector, and

whatever he pays to the government he col- |

lects from his customer with a profit. From
this it follows that every tax of this kind, every
tax laid by the tariff, every tax laid by the in-
ternal revenue law, sod every species of tax
which is laid upon personal property, such as
chiirs, tables, clothing or food. is paid by the
consumer, by the person who finally and in the
last instance uses that property and does not
attempt to sell it to another. So long as one
sells such property he does not pay the tax;
he collects it from the person who buyva from
him.

The Ex.Senator Arrested For Contempt—
Paroled Until Monday.

city Aug. 18 1887, for 85,100, ’m_\‘.’;l-l{" ninely
days after date to the order of Jesse R. Grant,
son of Gen, Grant, and Julius Lesyuski. The
note was eashed by the bank of Nevada and
some of the principal was paid. A suit was
brought here in the supreme court on the un-
paid balance, and, Dorsey making no defense,
Judgment was granted. He was adjudged guilty
of contempt of court lor disoneying an order
requiring him to submit to an examination, and
fined the amountof judgment and costs, and
an order of arrest was issned. IDorsey promised
to pay the fine, but he did not, and the order of
arrest was put in the hands of a deputy sheriff,
who arrested him at his residence this morning.

Darsey was a good deal excitéd hy the action
of Mr. MeGonigle, the deputy sherifl, and in-
gisted on being allowed to go down town to at-
tend to his private business, saying that he had
F100,000 to pay, and he must not be kept in cas-
today.
