RALSTON'S
GREAT SPEECH

In ﬁeply to Hanly--- Delivered
at Greenfié!d on Qctober
16, 1906.

Hon. Samuel M. Ralston, of Leba
non, in a great speech delivered at
Greenfleld on October 16, before a
large audience, gave special attention
to state affairs. He took up Governor
Hanly’s speech at Tipton opening the
Republican campaign and laid bare
its sophistry and misrepresentation,
proving beyond cavil the malice and
insincerity with which it abounds.
By irresistible facts and argument
Mr. Ralston demonstrated why the
Republican party should be driven
from power in the state and why the
management of the state’'s business
gshould be restored to the Democratic
party with its long record of honora-
ble and faithful service. The speech
follows in full and it should be read
by every good citizen from beginning

to end:

s Chalrman and Fellow-Citizens—In.
diana 1s a great state. Her soll is rich
and productive. Her eclimate s mild
Rarely has she known serious droughts or
violent storms. The destructive forces of
nature have spared her. Among the riches
imbedded within her bowels are to be
found the flnest building stone, vast fields
of coal and reservoirs of oil. She Is one
of God’'s most bountiful gifts to man,
where there has been developed a citizen-
ship unsurpassed by that of any other
state iu this splendid republic. I am proud
of her, and so are you. Mutually we re-
joice In her citizenship and swear allegl-
ance to heér institutions.

It 18 of the administration of the govern-
ment of this magnificent commonwealth
that I want to speak to you tonight. It is
a representative government and there-
fore a popular government, A popular gov-
ernment Is a government administered
through political partles, No country has
ever enjoyed. a government by the people
in the absence of political parties., Bo it
{8 our boast that we have in state and na-
tion a government ofpolitical parties and
by political parties, but not for political
parties; and the man who ralls agalnst
these organizations has not familiarized
himself with the simplest of the baslie prin-
ciples upon which popular government
rests,

Instead, therefore, of a political cam-
paign being looked upon by the people as
a hardship unnecessarlly imposed upon
them, they should welcome the opportunity
these political contests afford them of
learning what the party in power has ac-
complished, why It has not accomplished
more and what It proposes to accomplish
for the public good, If its lease of power
be extended; and to judge of these things
in the light of the criticisms offered and
the things proposed by the party out of
power.

Hanly’s Tipton Meeting.

Governor J. Frank Hanly, in a speech
delivered at Tipton on Sept, 24 last, dis-
cussed at length state Issues and his ad-
ministration in the presence of an audience
largely composed of supreme and apellate
court Jjudge, state officers and their at-
taches, including the lady stenographers of
the statehouse. The governor was at his
best and we are told In a published ac-
count of his meeting that the stenographers
at times cheered him enthusiastically., The
governor was enasmored of his theme, but
e sutfered himself to digress long enough
to tell the eminent jurists present how he
expected them to write the law in certain
cases now pendiug in their courts. There
is nothing—1 nearly said small, but 1 mean
modest—about the governor.

In the course of his keynote slogan he
eulogizes without coercion, his own ad-
ministration and just as cheerfully eritl-
clzes, stigmatizes and condemns every ad-
winistration, Democratic and Republiean
alike, this state has had from 1872 down to
his own. But potwithstanding the eulogy
he pronounces upon his own record, he
nevertheless has some misgiving that all
his fellow-Republicans may not view it as
e does, for he tells them they have no
right to refuse to support his adminisration
because ‘*‘of passion, personal pique, the
personality of the man who happens to be
back of it, or adverse party afliliation."
The personality of the men back of the ad-
ministrasten  seems  to press  itself upon
governor's mind. I wonder why? Isn’'t he
satlstied with himself?

The Governor's Integrity Task.

But he goes on to tell of the corruption
and defaleation of his friend Sherrick, and
what an ordeal he passed through upon
making this discovery, *for,”" using his
language, ‘“‘there were those whe coun-
seled  condonation and secreey, and the
continuance of the defuunlter in office,” and
how, when the light hroke in upon hlm,
“before him stretehed the path of duty,
rugged and thorny, but straight and true
pud sure.’”” This is, however, only one of
mny we are informed, through
which he had to pass in his official career
of less than two years, He says, in sum-
ming up the work of his administration, to
ase  his  language, It has restored and
maintained, upnder trying and delicate cir-
cumstances, integrity in the administration
of public ofices.”  That is to say, ax [ un-
derstand it, and evidently as he intended
the publie to understand, that it is under
delicnte clreamstances he is now maintain-
ing Integrity in the adwministration of the
different oflices In the statehouse. What a
certiticate of character this Is for Rigler,
S8ims, HIl, Attorney-Genernl Miller and the
other state officlals, In view of this dec-
laration of the governor I am amazed that
he did not accompany his attorney general
on his recent exploits of the French Lick
hills and valleys! What a risk the execuo-
tive took In permitting this limb of the
law to scamper about that section of our
state with the famous one-eyed constable
unprotected by executive watchfulness,
What a plight this state would be in If
yur rosy-checked attorney general had lost
his ofliclal virtue In the French Lick valley.

Keeping the Judges Straight.

Upon reading this passage of the gover-
por's speech, It was at once made clear to
me why he had Judge Hadley, Judge
Monks and Judge Jordan along with the
other jurists to attend his opening meeting
of the campalgn. In addition to telling
them how to write the law he desired to
Inform them In the most public manner
possible that he was having the task of his
life to malntaln official Integrity In the
statehouse, and that they must be straight,
a8 he would tolerate no foolishness or ques-
tlonable conduct on thelr part,” Suorely the
writer of proverbs had these times in his
vislon and our governor's administration In
mind when he declared

“When the righteous are In authority the
people rejolce, but when the wicked bear.
eth rule the people mourn.'

Our -governor does not only keep all the
Republican officlals under him honest, but
he furnishes the material for the platforms
of his party., He says, referring to its
present platform: *‘Its platform fu not a
subterfuge upon which to get Into office.
Most of Its provisions grew out of the ex-
periences of the last two years and the
public needs that have been disclosed
thereby.”

S0 you see the governor is the whole
thing, and you do not have to prove it on
him. He will admit it. And if It were
not for the biblieal Inhibition that *“flesh
and blood shall not Inherit the kingdom
of heaven,'" 1 would hesitate even In pro-

The situation was copntrolled by the
Influence that always controls the gover-
nor's party.

But, my friends, It is a late day for the
governor to shriek himself hoarse in in-
sisting upon the honor due him or his par-
ty for this character of legisiation. For
the sentiment in this country that has rip-
ened into this sort of leg.slation, honor is
due to another, The honor belongs to a
man whom the governor has slandered in
the past and in the imitation of whom ag a
reformer he is now making himself ridicu-

lous.
Railroad Plank of 1896.

In 1896 the Democratic national platform
contained this plank:

““The absorption of wealth by the few,
the consolidation of our rallroad systems,
and formation of trusts and Pools require
stricter control by the federal government
of those arteries of commerce. We de-
mand the enlargement of tne powers of the
interstate commerce commission, and such
restrictions and guarantees in the control
of rallroads as will pretect the people
from robbery and oppression.”

That plank, my friends, was denounced
by the governor of your state and the na-
tional platform of his party has never con-
talned a similar declaration. It was the
torch that lighted the way ror all the laws
that have been enacted on this subject, and
it was suggested by and borpe aloft in the
hand of that great commoner, the first
statesman of the civilized world, William
Jenunings Bryan. Without the assistance
of Democrats the Republicang could have
accomplished nothing on this question in
their last congress, and they were only en-
abled to pass the emasculated bill they
finally got through, when a Democrat as-
sumed the leadership of the fight., No, my
friends, there is no reason for any Demo-
crat betraying his party to assist Governor
Hanly and his partisan followers, because
of anything they may have done for rail-
road rate legislation in the last legislature.

Sherrick and Storms.

But let us pass to the next subject dis-
cussed by the governor--the defaleations of
certain Republican officials, And I want
to preface what I shall say on this part of
his speech by the statement that I do not
desire to deprive him of any honor in the
premises. Whatever he did that was right,
he should have credit for.

Now how did he propose to deal with
the situation when he found himself face
to face with these defalcations? In search-
ing for the answer to this guestion we
should not overlook the fact that the gov-
ernor Is posing before the country as a
genulne reformer—as an executive who be-
lieves in the enforcemnt of all laws with-
out fear or favor and denounces in unmeas
ured terms compromises with erime. If
in truth and In fact he is a reformer of
this fiber and an executive of the character
I have indicated, then he Instantly knew,
appreciated and resolved that Sherrick
should be sent to the penitentiary upon his
confessing ‘he had converted to his own
use $145,000 of the people’s money, but
did he so resolve, and if so, when?

I charge the fact to be that before Sher-
rick sent him his resignation he, the gover-
nor, through James P. Goodrich, chairman
of the Republican state central committee,
assured the Hon. Addison C. Harris, at-
torney for Sherrick, if the defaulting offi-
cer would resign and give up his office, he,
the governor, would protect him from pros-
ecution. If he denies this, then I ask him
to say If when he was trying to secure the

Hanly's Veracity.

Mr. Harris saying: *'1 advised Sherrick
to resign and was critielsed for it through-
out the state. In that case a man came to
me as an emissary for the governor and
represented that if Bherrick would resign
aud turn over to the governor the securi-
ties in his possession, that that would end
the matter, With this understanding, op
wy advice, Sherrick sent his resignation
and all the securities in his possession to
the governor. The same evening the gov.
ernor placed the matter in the hands of
the prosecuting attorney.”” And If there-
upon he, the governor, didn’t say, ‘‘Hold
on, Mr. Harris, I never authorized any per-
son to make any such representation to
you." And if thereupon Mr. Harris didnt
say, “The man who came to me sayving
that he came from you is in this room and
someone has lied.””  And if thereupon Mr,
Goodrich, chalrman of the Republican
state central commitfee, didn’'t say, I
made only such representations as | was
authorized by the governor to make, and
I am not the lar’”; and if thereupon Mr.
Harris, looking at the governor, didn't say,
“Then, Governor Hanly, you are the liar."
I repeat | challenge the governor to deny.

Then if Sherrick did resign with the un-
derstanding that the governor would not
ask that he be prosecuted, or that he would
ask that he be not prosecuted, I submit the
governor cannot consistently plead with
Democrats to support his administration on
account of its moral tone, until he himself
quits forming an alllance with eriminals,

Getting Money From Sherrick.

Besides the record In the Shervick
now pending in the supreme court
that in 1904 Hanly got at one time
and at another thme 500 bhelonging
state from Sherrvick as auditor, and that
he didu’'t repay the state until after the
exposures cawme late In 1905, I am told by
M attorney who I8 conversant with the
fact, that If Sherrick Is kept in the peni-
tentlary, it will be on the conut of the in-
dictment charging him with the conversion
of the money of the state, a part of which
was the money the governor had How
the governor, while Sherrick remains in
the penitentiary, can go into the. pulpits
of this state and preach ectvie righteousness
without experiencing the sensution of the
ball and chaln about his ankle is beyond
my comprehension.

But In what better light do the facts in
the Storms case place the governor hefore
the good citizenship of this good state?
He tells us that his commission lald bare
the wroungdoing In the secretary's office,
His language Is: A little later, a misap-
propriation of funds by the secretary of
state—an conversion of public money to his
own use—was lald bare.”” And then he
tells how he demanded the resignation of
the secretary, and how that official refused
elther to resign or to permit an examina-
tion of his books, but that finally, rather
than have the .general assembly convene
to impeach him, he gave up the fight, hand-
ed over his resignation and left his office.

Storms and Question of Crime.

Let's analyze this sltuation. If the see-
retary had converted public money to his
own use he was gullty of the cominission
of a cerime, and no one knew that hetter
than the governor, for he is not ohly a
good statutory lawyer, but also a good con-
stitutional lawyer, and If he Is to he be-
lleved, he has a real passion for the en-
forcement of law. He delights In telling
his preacher and clvic audiences how the
constitution enjoing upon him that “‘he
shall take care that the laws be falthfully
executed,” and how all mws look alike to
him, and that it Is his unbending purpose
to enforce them, even at the risk of cut-
ting short his political earcer. That is to
say, he wants the people to. understand
that he Is for law enforcement, even If
such a course In the future deprive his
country of his services as president,

How do hix acts square with his words?
He admits that the evidence showing the
commisslon of a erime by his secretary
of state was lald hefore nlm snd that ft
was so conclusive of gullt that it enabled
him te compel the derelict officlal to flee
from his offiee. The evidence then was
as strong as It was In the Sherrick case,
Why, then, was the one went to ‘gﬂuon and
the other allowed to go free? Why, then,
did the governor send for the prosecuti

If he does, & man does not have to to be a
lawyer to tell him that that doesn't satisfy
tue law. Auy felon in the clutches of the
law would make good the value of stolen
roperty und leave the state if that would
uy his Lberty. Does he answer that an
assurance Lad to be given Storms thdt he
would not be prosecuted before he would
agree to hand in his resignation? If he

But he does not only Insist that he is
entitled to great honor for getting Sher-
rick, Storms and the adjutant-general out
of office, but that much credit is due him
for, collecting of these tnree defaulting
Republican officials the money they had
converted to their own use. Each of these
officers had a good bona on file, and a very
ordinary lawyer can draft a good com-
plaint for the breach of a bond. The gov-
ernor, however, is grappling 4at  straws,
and no incident that will serve’ to bolster
up his administration must be overlooked.

Hanly’s Motives.

Now the trdth is, my friends, the gov-
ernor hadn't been in office long unti! the
fact became known to him that the #tate
house, under Republican administratious,
had become rotten to the core and that
rumors of the condition were then reaching
the pubile, and he was not long in convine-
ing himself that when the whole truth
got to the qubllc the righteous indignation
of the people would sweep his party from
power. So he became desperate and at
once conceived the scheme of starting an
investigation of the records in certain offi-
cesback as far as 1872 with the hope of
being able to scandalize the official record
of some Democrat and in this way molify
in some degree the outraged feeling of the
pcogle toward his party.

The first one he makes an attack upon
is a dead Democrat, James H. Rice, who
while living bore a reputation for honesty
second to no man. And the charge is
made that Riee, while auditor, failed to
account for certain money that he recelved
officially, and that his _ snortage now
amounts to $108,823.69, including more
than $46,000 interest. 5

A proper appreciation of the value of
character and of good reputation usually
suggests -to a fair-minded man the impor-
tance of stating all the material facts,
when he is proposing to ask the judgment
of his countrymen thereon, upon the con-
duct of a fellow man. And especlally is
this - true when the juagment is asked
against on who is dead.

James H. Rice’s Case.

1 charge that the governor has not given
to the people all the racts in James H.
Rice's case, and that he has purposely,
with evll intent, witheld them. Notice
the language of hig speech: ‘“'For some
unaccountable reason the books are miss-
ing and can not be found.”” By that state-
ment he meant for the people to under-
stand that ali the books of James H. Rice
are missing, when the truth is, the records
are only missing for six months of his
official term, as 1 have been informmed, and
the books covering his term, so I am told,
all except this six months, show his ae-
counts ro be correet to a cent, Why didn't
the governor disclose that fact to the peo-
ple when he was dealing with the honor
of g dead man? Is it customary for apos-
tles of spotless purity to deal with the
dead in this wav? How, then, did the
governor and his commission arrive at
the amount of Rice’s alleged shortage?
Why, he says: ‘It is based upon the aver-
age receipt of reclproecal fees for a term
of vears before and after Mr. Rice's term.”
But that doesn't necessarily show that any
part of the alleged shortage went Into his
hands.

I submit, therefore, in view of all the
facts, if the governor had wanted to be
fair and decent In his dedling with Rice,
he would have refrained from makjng his
viclous attack upon his official "record,
But no, he couldn't do that. He had to
have a Democratie vietim to break the ris-
ing tide of opposition to his party and to
get his victim he repairs to the grave of
this Irish patrlot—this otd soldier—and
with tiendish cruelty clawing into the sep-
ulchre of the dead, he drags out the skel-
eton and rattles it, with gnhoulish glee, in
the face of the multitude. I leave hhkm
with the skeleton.

Increased Taxation.

In his Tipton speech the goveronr takes
exception to the charge made in the Dem-
ocratic state platform of 1906 that since
1804 the Republlean party ‘‘has unneces-
sarlly and largely Increased the number
of ofticers, the salaries of officials, the ex-
penses of the public business and the bur-
dens of the taxpayers.”” He seeks to
break the force of this arraignment by
saying that if the expenses and burdeus
of the people have incerased, they have
been Increased without a ralse in the tax
levy. This sort of statement doesn’'t de-
celve any one. Why didn't he tell his
audience how much the assessed valuation
of the property In the state had increased
during this period? The most ordinary
citizen unuderstands that a 3-cent levy, for
iHlustration, will produce twice as much
revenue on a valnation of $200 as it will
on a valuation of $100,

Now the’ truth Is the receipts of the
state for the year ending October 31, 1904,
were nedrly a million dollars greater than
for the year ending October 31, 1805, And
yet when the legislature met in January,
1905, the governor anwounced in his in-
augural address that he found the state's
finances “émbarrassed,” and cited a de-
ficlt of a half million dollars. This was
followed by drawing $994,000 in advance
from the countles up to October 31, 1903,
and the embarrgssment mentioned by the
governor forced the ralsing of the levy for
current expenses three cents on the hun-
dred dollars, which Iincreased the taxes
for such expenses about a half million
dollars a year. Why dldn't the governor,
In his Tipton speech, tell the truth?

State Office Expenditures.

Again a . Republican legislature lrpro—
priated for the expenses of the Auditor's
office from 1903 to 1907, $82,308.00., Under
the law as enacted by a Democratic leg-
islature, If Governor Hanly's Interpreta-
tion of that law be correet, J. O. Hender-
son's total legal compensation as auditor
for four years was only  $3,473.43, as
agalnat $82,308,30 for the same office for
the same period under a Republican law.

Matthews and Myers, both Demoerats,
administered the office or secretary of state
from 18091 to 1805, four years under a
Democratiec law, for $41,461. For the same
length of time, from 1893 to 1907, under a
Republican law, It cost $53,600 to run the
same office; that Is, $12,119 more than It
did under the Democrats.

Saying nothing of the different ¢ontin-
ent funds upon which the governor has

n liberag&‘ drawing, the office of gov-
ernor for 1905, cost the people more than
$4,000 In excess® of what it did In 1806,
when Matthews was governor,

But the governor, In his speech, argues
that the four offices or governor, secre-
tary of state, auditor or state ang attor-
n.y-renenl cost the people, under Demo-
cratic laws, mere than $100,000 In excess
of what they are now costing under Repub-
llean leglislntion. He Is enabled to reach
this conclusion by taking the attorney-

neral's office, when the Hon. Alonzo
srecnc Smith was the Incumbent, under
a law that was preparea by Attorney-
General Michener, and approved Gov-
ernor Hovey, both of whom were ub-
lieans, and under which tne attorney.gen-
eral was, in fact, allowed fees that made
