The concern will be a close corpora-
tion and will have a comparatively
small number of stockholders. The
$2,000,000 stock Is practically sub-
scribed privately and no securities will
be offered to the publie.

The plant {tself will cost -1,500,000,
which will leave $500,000 for working
capital. The plant will be located on
seventy-five acres of land near Gary,
which has already been securad.

The land is =ald to be a portion of
that which has been set aside by the
Gary Land company for the purpose
of locating subsidiary corporations and
while the new concern |s to be inde-
pendent and not a subsidiary to the
United States Steel Corporation, it is
believed, that it was welcomed by the
new ateel city as a desirable addition
to the manufacturing industries that
have already been located there.
