Mrs. Scromp-
gk! replies” that she bought the pest-
house' for $25, and that it was thor-
oughly fTumigated before she set up
her home In It. More then that it has
been months since the place sheltered
a patlent,

The pesthouse dtsappeared last Fri-
day or Saturday, but its loss was not
discovered until Monday, and It was
not until yesterday that ths town of-
ficials located in on Mrs. Scrompeki's
land. Two men had taken the bulid-
ing apart, loaded it on & wagon and
carriad it to the woman and sold It to
her for $26.

HOME OF DESTITUTION

Mother of Five Children Is
Driven Insane by Hun-
ger and Care.

NFANT 15 ALNOST FROZEN

Pitiable Conditions Found to Exist
in Doodley Family at In-
diana Harber.

Indlana Flarbor, Ind., Dec¢, 17.—Half
clothed and hungered by a fasting of
four days Mrs, David Dooley and fam-
ily were found living {n a little house
on Elm street, near One Hundred and
Thirty-elghth street, Monday evening.
Mrs. Dudley has been proven mentally
unsound by & commission In Judge G.
E. Relland's court and will be taken
to the insane hospital at Logansport
a8 s00 as the necessary documents ar-
rive. The children, five In number, ares
now beilng cared for by nelghbors,
while Chlet of Pollce Higgins and Con-
stable Mueller of Indlang Harbor are
doing all in thelr power to alleviate
the suyftering conditlon of the infant
members of the family,

The discovery of the destitute family
was made by Constable Mueller, who
has been told that the woman was
roaming about the prairles south of
One Hundred and Thirty-eighth street,
almost naked, and carrying with her
an infant daughter, 4 months old, On
going to the place the woman Imme-
diately began to rave and the local
official was soon convinced that the
woman was demented. “1 know you,"
she cried, as she hugger her baby even
closer to her breast. “You can burn
me if you wish, but please¢ don't hurt
the baby!™

No Food in the House,

Accompanied by Constable Eisan-
berg, Mr. Mueller then made a trip to
the woman's house. Here everything
was the portrayal of disorder, Four
other children, three boys and one girl,
the eldest of whom was but 10 years
0ld, answered the constable's greeting,
and upen questioning them he learned
that there had been no food in the
house for almost a week. Milk and
minor food articles were purchased and
the children devoured them without
walting to thoroughly masticate them.
Gulping down the milk and rolls they
pitiously asked for more, but were re-
fused lest the sudden break of their
fast should make them il

Furniture for Firewood.

The larder of the home wuas empty,
the children having eaten a few bread
crumbs that had fallen on the shelf
from. time to times Most of the fur-
niture had been broken for fArewood,
and all that remained was a dilapidted
couch, one bedatead and the kitchen
stove, in which a few embers were kept
burning from firewood gathered on the
streects, Constable Mueller, as commls.
sioner of the poor, for Indiana Har-
bor, gave the family orders for food,
which was purchased at a local grocery,
and the larder once more established.

Mose of thls ore
will ¢come f{rom Spain, but some will
be shipped from Nova Scotia, The pur-
chases amount to about 600,000 tons of
foreign ore, and there has al=o been
conslderable trading in local ores In the
east, consumers figuring that they can
get forelgn and local ores at lower
prices than Lake Superior ores can be
delivered, Sales of pig iron have been
moderate, including 15,000 tons of basic
for the Philadelphia distriot.
