net later than the middle of September
and any textual changes insisted on by
the senate will have the effect of con-

tinuing tha state of war between tha V.
S. and Germany while other nations ar
resuming normal trade and other "after
the war" relations.

It was emphasized at the White House
today that it Is the intention of the
president to explain to the committee
"as far as possible." the compelling rea-
sons which actuated him In the prepara-
tion of certain clauses of the treaty. In
this connection, however, several of the
senators on the committee declared that
they intended asking that the president
tell them exactly what Gen. Bliss said
in his letter on the Shantung question,
which was concurred In by Secretary of
State Lansing and Henry White, of the
American commission to negotiate peace.
They also Intend to ask why It was that
the president did not submit t the
league cf nations the original draft of
the American plant, but Instead sup-
ported that framed by Oen. Smuts, of
the British delegation. They further
declared today that It was their Inten-
tion to ask the president whether he
does not consider that the United States
was discriminated against when votes
were given the British dominions and
this country limited to a single vote in
tha league council.

There was distinct doubt In the minds
of many of the senators as to whether
they would get all the Information they
desire from the president. A majority
of the committee has declared that Sec-

retary of State Lansing was evasive
when he was on the stand, and they de-

clared today that they will Insist on the
president answering the questions that
his secretary of state old not.

Under the arrangements agreed to be-

tween the White House and the commit-
tee, a complete stenographic transcript
of the conference at the White House is
to be made available for the press. If
any attempt is made to withhold any
part of the discussions Senators Borah
and Johnson declare that they will op-

pose it and will insist that everythii ;

that the president tells them is given
the people of the United States.
