ON TRIAL

Traitor Who Denounced
Edith Cavell Is Arraign-

ed in Paris.

PARIS. Aug. 25. One of the most sen-
sational trials growing out of the war
was scheduled to start hero today with
the arraignment of Georges G. Quiet, a
renegade Frenchman, before a cour-marti- al

for denouncing Nurse Edith
Cavell to the Germans in Belgium. Tho
specific charge against Quiet is treason.

Preliminary investigation has already
reve.iled that Nurse Cavell helped Quiet,
advancing him money to get to France
from Belgium. Later, however. Quiet
returned to Brussels. The prisoner de-
clared he had been commissioned to work
as a French spy in Belgium.

Among the fifty-eig- ht witnesses sum-
moned to appear are the Prince of Croy
and many prominent Belgians, who have
knowledge of Qulet'a activities.

Notification was given by Quiet s law-
yer that he would apply for a postpone-
ment of the case until the principal
nuthorr of Nurse Cavell's assassination
among the German Military officials In
Belgi.nn have arraigned before an
In''' via' ional tribunal in accordance wi'h
the. p. ace treaty.

Ouiet. who Is forty years old. has
liveo. a life of crime, the authorities
say. He was in prison at St. Quentin
when the . war brok out. Soon after
his liberation In September. 1914. he grit
in touch with a Franco-Gelgia- n organi-
zation which arranged for the escape
through Holland of many allied officers
and men who lost their way in the re-

treat from Mons. ,

It is alleged that Quiet, after entering
into dealings with the Germans de-

nounced the entire allied relief organiza-
tion operating In Belgium. Nurse Cavell.
Countess DeBelle, Mme. Thuillex and
Mme. Bodart were arrested. Only Nurse
Cavell, who was of British nationality,
was put to death. Mme. Bodart was
Sentenced to twenty years penal servi-
tude. Countess Thuillcz was condemned
to death, but later was pardoned.

Both the Countess and Mme. Bodart
are to be witnesses at the trial.
