Earthquake?. On the 10th of Novem-

ber last, the city of Jeddo was visited by
.111 earthquake which destroyed one hun-

dred thousand dwellings, fif.y-fiv- e temples

and thirty-thousan- d inhabitants. The
earth opened in awful chasms and closed i

sirain on thousands of buildings and their
occupants,

On the 15.h of February last, an earth
quake visited California, and although no

consequences resulted from it as those

which fullowed that at Jeddo, much
alarm w.is created for awhile. The shock
was severe and was felt at San Francisco,
San Jose, Alvarado, Centra Costa, Stock-

ton, and all points the

several buildings fell into the streets. The
walls of some were cracked and others were
damaged. The people were much terrified
and lied into the Plaza for safety, many of!

them in a state of nudity, as they had hur-

ried from their beds.
The most remarkable earthquakes of

modern t'mes are those which destroyed
Lima in 171C; Lisbon in 1755 in which

20,000 persons were killed; Calabria in

1703; Caraccas in 1812; Aleppo in 1822;
Guatemala in 1C30; and San Salvador with-

in the last year. The motions of an earth-

quake occur in different ways and in vari-

ous degrees of violence Sometimes it is

perpendicular, throwing portions of the
round into the air, and making others sink.

Sometimes it is a horizontal, undulating
motion, .?nd sometimes it appears to bo of
whirling na'ure. It has been ascertained by

those who have devoted their attention to

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Meanness Don't pat. The Merchant's
Magazine discourses thus truthfully about
littleness in business matters. Wo wish
that certain individuals we know of would
'read, ponder, and inwardly digest' these
sensible suggestions:

"There is no greater mistake that a bu-

siness man makes than to be mean in his
business. Always taking the half.cent for
a dollar he lias made and is making. Such
a policy is very much like the farmer who
sows three pecks of seed when he ought to
have sown five, and as a recompense for the
leanness of his soul, only gets ten when he
ought to have got fifteen bushels of grain.
Everybody has heard of the 'penny wise
and a pound foolish.' A liberal expendi-

ture in the way of business, is always sure
to be a capital investment. There are peo-

ple in the world who are short sighted
enough to believe that their interests can bo

promoted by grasping and clutching to all

they can get, and lettinga cent slip through
their lingers. As a general thing, it will
be found other things being equal, he who
is most liberal, is most successful in busi- -

nesc. Of course wo do not mean to be in-

ferred that a man should be prodigal to his
expenditures; but that lie should show to
his customers, if he is a tender, of those
whom he may bo doing any kind of busi-

ness with, that in all his transactions, as
woll as social relations, he acknowledges the
everlasting fact that, there can be no per-

manent prosperity or good feeling in a com-

munity where benefits are not reciprocal.'

Preserving eogs fresh. Make abarrel
of lime-wate- r as you would make white-

wash, at least two weeks before you want to
use it. Put your eggs in another barrel,
stir up the lime-wat- er well and pour it on
the eggs, the lime settles around the eggs,
and the water stands on the top of the lime,
(the eggs all under the lime.) Look at
the barrel once in a while, to see if fjur
inc'ies of water, little more or less, covers
the whole. If the water is all dried up,
the lime gets hard, and they aie difficult to
take out when wanted, and you have to car-

ry them somewhere else to wash off the
lime; so always keep water on the top.
Keep the vessels covered to keep out all
dirt, or the eggs will look a poor dingy
color. Be careful about this in the lime
and water, and vou will have fine white
eo-s-.

I cannot tell how long they will keep, as

I never saw any spoil. I have some that
are five and a half years old, as good as
they ever were.

You may drop a few eggs in at a time,
as you get t'iem fresh, but keep four inch-

es of water on' top. You can certainly
test the goodness of each egg before putting ;

in, by going into a dark room with a can- - j

die, if sound the light will shine through
with a reddish glow, if unsound the egg
will look dark; reject every egg which has
the least want of clearness. Ex.
