Heat, aconmuiating in bodies, pm e-
trates into their substances, aml anit-
ing with their ultimate mulecules,
givea rise to repellant forces which
counteract those of cohesion. Ieuce
the expunsivn of bodies when hexted,
IT ayplied in suflicient quantity, the
particles of solids are so far repellant
us 1o move freely amongst each wther
beeoming liquid: or if still greater
qutantities nf heat be applied, the body
passes into a state of vapor. When
heat Is extracted froa a vapor it re-
turns to u liguid state, and if still more
heat be abstracted, it becomes solid,
nad if the process be couvlinued, the
solid goes on contiac’ ing under the in-
fluence of the molecular forees. Henoe
we say, that heat dilates bodies, and
cold contracts them. Heat also con-
verts solids into fluids; fluids inte va-
pors, and acting upon gases and vapors
causes them Le expand. Al bodiesare
expanded by heat, but in very different
degrees. The most dilatable bodies
are gnses, Lhen wvapors, then ligquids,
and finally sqlids. In fluids we regard
only increase of volume; but in solids
we distinguish two kinds of expansion,
Hnear expansion and expansion of val-
ume. From whatl precedes, we infer
that heat expands ull bodies, and cold
contracts them. There are apparent
exceptions Lo this law, but they are
ovly apparent. Thus, bodies capuble
of absorbing water, like wood, elay, or
paper, eontract on being heated, This
contraction is only apparent; it arises
from the water which they contain be-
ing vaporized aml driven off, which
priciness un nwpparent diminution of
volume:; after they thoroughls
dried, they follow the general law.
