Easter. 

iSVit Sunday ia Easter Sunday. 
For the benefit of those who may not 

have the opportunity to examine the 

origin of this (lay, we make the fol- 
low ing explanation: The won! “Eas- 
ter” is of Teutonic origin, and is de- 
rived from the festival of the goddess 
Ostara. The Teutonic language was 

that ot the ancient Germans, and the 

Atiglo-Saxou language, conimiitg 
down from the aueicut German of 
course brought the word designating 
this festival down with it, but cor- 

rupted the word as it did l'naiiv 

others. In this way the word was 

changed from Ostara to Easter; and, 
as it was the term applied to the god- 
dess of spring, it dually came to rep- 
resent the begining, or risiug of what- 
ever was considered of great worth. 
In this way the term Easter became a 

day observed to commemorate ihcrcs- 
tircclion ot Christ. It fell into this 
for reasons similar to those tor which 

Kpiphana became Old Christinas. At 

first, Easter was celebrated for eight 
days, afterward* for fewer, finally for 
one. The day became the Uc»ur- 
ection Day, as the re*u reel ion of 

.Christ was considered bv Christiana 
of medieval times one of the most 

important of all “linings” or begin- 
ihgs. Easter wa« at first observed iti 
various way*, but was finally observed 

by feast* on egg*, and later by feast- 

ing on them and ornamenting them 
and Using them ill sjiort* aud for pres- 
ent*. The rca»on> giveu for this i* 

that an egg represents that from which 

llle may spring, (“ri*a” as it was put). 
Tiiey considered that no other thing 
wai'so oiieblcuiatic of the re*urectlon. 
it >* hardly necessary to state that 
Good Friday will always be the Fri- 

day before Easter Sunday. The Sun- 

day on which Easter will be is deter- 
mined, according to the English Cycle 
as follows: Easter-day. oti which tliv 
rest of the movable feasts depend, is 

always tie fir*t Sunday after the four- 

teenth day of the calendar moon 

which happens upon or next after the 

21-t. of March, according to the roles 
laid down for tlie const ruction of the 

calendar; so that if the fourteenth 
day happen* on.Sunday Eastcr-dav i* 
the Sunday after. It is worthy of 

remark jtul here, that most of the 
movable feast* aud holidays have 

their origin in the religious riles of j 
Easter, i and that they relate to! 
some religious holiday or fca»l day ! 
which was afterward applied to some-, 

Hung ill the new trillion ivbkii seem- j 
ed to ltii'iii molt like the rites of tin- j 
religion ifrom which they were con- 

verted. In this wav Curistianity litis , 

attached toil many of the holidays 
ami, eereinonie* which otlr heathen; 
forefathers have handed dow u to us. 

We mention this in all respect to 

ancestry, though it is true our ato ieuf 

forefather*, were Jews exyr|»ted, were 

]u-t w hat lha Christian Church of to- 

day calls heathen. We use tlsc term 

heathen ton-present only the charac-j 
tcri-tic of- being ancient else not 
converted to Christianity.
