Before he had
suoceeded In obtaining as office, he
Lad eontracted debts to the amount
of  $14975000. But office bolders
had a good picking ia those days as
in our own; aad as soon as Julius
got his hand Into the public treasury
his debts began to diminish. He
soon became rich. He gave Bervillis,
the mother of Brutus, a pearl of the
value of $200,000. He would, doubt-
Jess, have been guliity of many other
extravagances had not the “beloved
Brutus” given him that cruel stab
underthe fifth rib. On the day of
the assassination, Cwesar’s friend,
Marc Anthony, owed $£1.500,000, which
was paid thirty days afterwards. This
same Marec Aothony subsequently
swallowed a pearl dissolved in vine-
gar (which Cleopatra sdministered to
him), worth $400,000. He also squau-
dered $735,000,000 of the publie treas-

ury.

after which put the grated carrot into
the opeaing at the top ¢f the cloth, a
little above the fetlock.
