The School Book (Question.

There was a long editorial in the
Democrat of last week intended to
show what it will cost to change the
school books of the county, and de-
claring that publishers now sell
school books at exorbitant prices.
The article intimated that the truas-
tees intend to change all the books
now used in the schools of this
county. We learn that such is not
the intention; that a number of text
books having beén but recently
adopted cannot be changed for five
years. The law does not allow any
serles of books thrown out, when
once adopted, oftener than once In
six years, But we are told that the
board of education will take intocon-
sideration the propriety of adoptinR
a series of readers to be used in this
county during the next six years, and
we further understand that in a ma-
jority of the schools of the county
either McGufl :y's or the Independent
readers are used. If there is aschool
in the county in which is more than
one series ol readers is used, uniform-
ity should be secured in that school
at once. No teacher can teach read-
ing or anything else successfully with
pupils who ought to be in the same
class using different books, and no
teacher should attempt it, neither
shonld any trustee or any parent re-
gquire It. Money expended ia paying
a teacher for teaching such a school
is worse than thrown away, becausa
time, which is valuable to the pupil, is
lost and he is not benefitted—cannot
be benefitted because the teacher has
oot the time to give the necessary in-
struction. There should be a clause
in the school law of the State that
would make it impoesible for such an
attempt to be made by any teacher
or trustee,

But where all the schools iu a
township are using the same series of
books, or all the pupils in any school
are supplied with the same kind of
books we can see but little reason for
a change, and the people should de-
mand that no change be mude with-
out good reason.

It is bard to make a law by waich
school officera cannot be beneflited,
il they choose to adopt the books of
any publisher without consulting the
interest of their constituents; and if
any series of readers is used exten-
sively in the ecounty it is questionable
whether it will pay to sabstitute a
different series; for a good teacher
can do good work with any book hav-
ing sufficieni merit to have been
al pt:d extensively by the teachers
of the county.

Th s is a question in which the peo-
ple are interested, and which the
people should require their tiustees
and County Superintendent to settle
ia such a way that the greatest num-
ber shall be bemeflited.

Section 1 Be it enacted by the General
Assembly of the State of Indiuna, that when-
ever any sherifl or constable, in executing
a ttute warrant, shall find that the defend-

ant hascrossed the county boundary of the
county in which the warrant was issued,

into un adjoining county such officer shall
have the authority to cross the county
boundary into an sdjoining county and
execute such warrant, and make the arrest,
and return such defendant without hand-
rance, into the eounty from which such
warrant issued.

Section 2 All laws and parts of laws
in conflict herewith, are hereby repealed.

Then let us, early next year, organ-
ize “Law and Order Associations™ all
over the territory, with one central
committee for the tbree counties, who
shall make combined arrangements
with the sheriffs, proseculing attor-
neys and o'her officers of these
counties and of LaPorte county, I
desirable, shall employ det ctives
and shall be empowered to call out
the members of the various Associ-
ations as posse comitati when needed
to assist the eivil authorities, and al-
80 to advise a call on the Governorof
the state for help if that should prove
necessary; and thus by the vigorous
and determined use of all the lawlul
means within our power we shall as-
suredly rescue our fair name and our
borders from the deep dishenor and
sickeniog contamination of this foul
cess pool, whose offense is rank and
smellz to heaven !
