DOGS ON THE BA’I“I’LEFIELD

French Army Urged to Use Them to
Retrieve the Wounded.

Since dogs have proved to be such
able assistants to the Paris police corps
why shouldn’t they be trained to rein-
force the hospital and ambulance serv-
ice of the French army? The advan-
tages of this innovation have been sef
forth at some length by Dr. Bichelonne
and Capt. Tolet in a volume which has
Just heen published, says a DParis dis
pateh In the New York Sun. It is en-
titled the “Dog as an Ald to the Sani-
tary Corps.”

That dogs should be taught to seek
out the wounded on the battlefield is no
new idea. The experiment was tried
with sueccess at the timne of the Doer
war, and at the battle of Chaho In the
conflict In the far east three dogs sent
out by the German alliance discovered
twenty-three scoldlers who had been
glven up for lost.

In 1800, by the order of the German
war minister, two dogs were added to
the sanitary corps of one of the crack
regiments, Since then clubs for the
tralning of dogs in war time have been
formed In Dresden, Cologne, Coburg.
Aix-la-Chapelle and Neuwied. Similar
socletles have been organized in Hol-
land, Sweden and Italy. In fact all of
the Eurcpean countries have turned
thelr attention to the subject at one
time or other, except France.

Dr. Bichelonne and Capt. Tolet urge
the military authorities to repair this
omission, There are many good bhreeds
of dogs In France which wounld take
easily to the military training.

It is an undisputed fact, these au-
thors gay, that after an engagement
there are many wounded and dying
who are overlooked by the nurses and
litter carriers. A case In point I8
quoted. At the battle of Rezonville
Gravelotte in 1870 two Injured soldiers
lay for three days In a ravine., The
ground had been gone over many times
by the ambulance service and yet they
had not been found. In instances like
this the usefulness of dogs as scouts
is unquestioned,

It is a wonder that Enropean armies
have not awakensd long before this
last decade to the importance of dogs
as practieal helpers in war time, the
anthors think. ©On the battlefield the
role of these eanlne assistants would be
very much the same as that of the St
