They
will buy, perhaps, a sitting of pure-bred
eggs of pure-bred fowls and at the end
of the season they allow the catire lot
to rua together, and when the next
year's hatching season comes around
they decide that they will siill , keep
some of the mongre] hens, If for no
other purpose than to furnish eggs for
the tadle. It paturally follows that the
two bLreeds get mixed, and at the end
of tha next season there are but few
of the young fowls which do not show
a erass.  Another mistake that they
make is that of trying to keep more
than gne breed. Those who have had
years Jf experience and have provided
ample yards and houses for each breed
may be able to do this, but those who
are nct so arranged should never at-
tempt to keep more than one.

It is folly to expect to supply every
kKind of fowls which Individuals may
ask for, aund no one should attempt to
do so.

Mr. Herbert Knox Smith, whose zeal in the
cause of economic reform has been in no wise
abated by the panic which he and his kind did
so much to bring on, is out with an answer to
President Mofiett, of the Standard Oil Company
of Indiana. The publication of this answer, it is
officially given out, was delayed several weeks,
“for business reasons,” because it was not
deemed advisable to further excite the public
mind, which was profoundly disturbed by the
crisis. Now that the storm clouds have rolled
by, however, the Commissioner rushes again
into the fray.

Our readers remember that the chief points in
the defence of the Standard Oil Company, as
presented by President Moffett, were, (1) that
the rate of six cents on oil from Whiting to
East St. Louis has been issued to the Smndnrg
Qil Company, as the Jawful rate by employes o
the Alton, (2) that the 18-cent rate on file with
the Interstate Commerce Commission was a
class and not a commodity rate, never being in-

L

Chicago. They terminate at Dolton, from which
point entrance is made over the Belt Line, Whit-
ing, where the oil freight originates, is not on
the Iines of the Chicago and Eastern Illinois,
which receives its Whiting freight from the Belt
Line at Dolton. The former practice, now dis-
continued, in filing tariffs was to make them
read from a point on the line of the filing road,
and it was also general to state on the same
sheet, that the taniff would apply to other points,
e. g, Whiting. The Chicago and Eastern Illinois
followed this practice in filing its rate from Dol-
ton, and making a note on the sheet that is ap-
plied to Whiting. This was in 18935 when this
method of filing tarifis was in common use.

Now let us see in what way the intending
shipper of oil could be misled and deccived by
the fact that the Chicago and Eastern Illinois
had not filed a rate reading from Whiting.
Commissioner Smith contends that “concealment
is the only motive for such a circuitous arrange-

To Feed a Calf One Year,
