PECTED TO BE FELT
SO BAD IN THIS
SECTION OF
STATE.

Predictions from some of the
large market centers of the coun-
try are that the continued dry
weather recently bLroken tending

{to make the price of corn soar,

will perhaps cause an inferior
quality of that grain to go on the
market in December, to the griel
f the American market. .

A local grain dealer in speaking
of the probability of this report,
said that he considers the report’s
truth quite probable, although in
all probability 1t will not affect
the market in this section of the
United States. The ground for
this belief is based on the fact
that the corn in this section is so
fur above that in other parts of
the country, that there 1s a hope
that Indiana, Illinois and Oho
will escape.

It is a tendency of farmers to
sell grain, no matter what the
quality, for the highest price they
can get, at the risk of not having
enough to properly provide for
the stock in his possession. Of
course, this, in a large measure,
is only the promoting of human
nature, but the grain deafers,both
local and foreign, are hoping the
tiller of the soil will not let his
greed, if greed it be, get the ad-
vantage of his better judgment.
\s the foreign market of Ameri-
can grain will be heavier this
season than in perhaps the last
five vears, it will be to the best
interest of the American farmer
to put forth his best efforts-to
make the quality of grain the for-
eign countries will be compelled
to accept, the best possible. This
in the interest of American
trade abroad.

Government reports give
clover seed 90 per cent. this vear
as against 76 last year, This grad-
ing includes bushels to the acre
the quality of the grain and .1l
other points of judgment. Last
year the crop was a failure: this
vear it s a decided success in
spite  of  several minor pests
which threatened at times to put
a miserable endine to the crop.

These expenses increased, there-
fore, in four yegrs ,15.2 per ceri,
faster than population.
