Xilcs for .North Car-
olina, and two of Richmond, to act with
Gen. Urown, of Virginia. The North
Carolina Committee have already received
considerable money fur the purchase cf sup-
plies. The North Carolina committee write

They say there is a
class of persons who do not receive that
assistance from (Jovcrnnient which their
circumstances warrant. There have been
some cases reported of persons of this
