and Nebraska.”

goon as the flowers wither, take the bulb
out of the edrth in which it has bloomed,
wash it and the Toots clean, and lay it on
the lid of a hamper, or on clean etraw, in
an ‘airy;shaded, but dry place. “Turn the
bulb frequently, and when the roots and
leaves, &c., have dried up, trim:them off,
remove lopse scales and ripe offsets, and
when the bulb is- perfectly -dry, lay it l»f’
in a drawer, closet or basket until the fo
lowing autumn. By this method the ex-
haustion of the bulb, after flowering, is
saved."—IHearth and Home.
