RURAL ROUTES.

Report of Special Agent About Their
Working in Indiana.

S. M. Dice. superintendent of the
western division of the rural mail
serviee, has received the annual re-
port of P. S. Heath, first-assistant
postmaster general, reviewing the
work of the department. It contains
a report of special agent E. H.
Hathaway, who spent several months
in Indiana, organizing routes in
country districts. He says:

“Ome of the most important ob-
jections to doing away with fourth-
class postoffices is the distances pa-
trons have to go in order to register
letters or packages. T have seen in-
stances where, in place of a three-
mile jourmey, which was formerly
necessary, they had to go ten miles,
after the rural delivery service had
sucereded the fourth-class offices.  If
rural carriers could be authorized to
do this registry business. it would be
a great gain in favor of the free de-
livery.

“The salary paid rural mail car-
riers is not adequate compensation,
when it is considered that they have
to supply their own horses and
vehicles. Sooner or later it will be
found advisable to payv rural carriers
enough salarv =0 that they wiil be
satisfied with little or nothing ‘on
the side’ to belp sustain themselves.
Asa rule, the carriers do not make
£100 a year from all their outside
commissions, and most of them would
be glad to receive a salary of 8600 a
vear and forego the right to do busi-
ness for themselves while on duty.

“In Indiana the service has an ad-
vantage of anenthusiastic patronage,

*
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togerher with a country level in the
main, traversed by excellent roads,
thickly populated communities of in-
telligent and enterprising people,
who show a willingness to do all that
is required by the government in fit-
ting up the routes with boxes. 1 in-
spected routes for nearly two months
in Indiana and have found by careful
observation more than 200 miles of
road in the country have been graded
and graveled by patrons of the rural
mail routes in an endeavor to have
them made a permanent thing.

HWow to Prepare This Popular aand
Delectable Compounnd.

Ten pounds of top of round steak,
three pounds of suet, one quart of
PPorio Rico molasses, three pounds of
brown sugar, two heaping teaspoons
of ginger, two heaping teaspoons of
mustanl. one heéaping teaspoon of
bBlack pepper, ooe tablespoon of cloves,
one tablespoon of ground nuotmeg or
grate six large outmegs. Never use
allsplee or mace or essence of any
One-half pound stick clnunamon
put with one pint of vinegar and one
cap of water, boil 15 minutes steady
agnd sirsin: three lemons (large ones),
the outside peeled very thin so as oot
to get any of the white.

Use a three gallon jar to mix In. add
molasses, sugar-and spices, cinnamon,
vinegar, clitron, lemons the inside polp
oi the thiree- The ealt pork shorkl be

chopped fine. Turn & cup of boiling
Water over the pork to separate it. The
adding of this pork gives a fine flavor.
Add ralsins and If you like two pounds
of currants. After all Is mixed add
twice as much apple as you have mix-
tare. chopping fine. with peel on. k.
Ing out the cores. Save your pot of
Hquor from the meat and moisten the
mioce meat with It mixing all togerh-
er with the hand. as that does It more
thoroughly. Sweeten to taste, and if
RNy more splce Is needed add to It, but
do not let one partlcular spice pre
dominate. Never cook mince meat.
It keeps perfectly In a cold place. Cook-
Ing kills the high flavor and gives a
flat taste. This recipe will make
enough for a small family for the win-
ter. With other kinds of ples It grows

How to Care For Cut Glaas.

Cut glass ware is both valuable and
beautiful and should be carefully treat-
ed when cleaned.

Fry out the fat from one-fourth
pound of bacon or salt pork cut Into
bLits aud into it saute two onions cut in
rings until they are golden brown In
color. P'lek a pound of ¢ dt codfish into
small pieces, rinee In cold water, draln,
cover with cold water and set on the
back of the rawge to heat, bhut not to
boil. In about two hours add a scant
quart of potitoes, pared and shiced,
and a dash of pepper. To the onlons
and pork in the frying pan add a cup of
boiling water, strain the contents over
the potatoes and cook until they are
tender. Then add one cup each of
scilded eream and milk and salt and
pepper to taste. Put slx or eight erack-
ers, broken In haives, In a serving dish,
pour in the ehuwdv; and serve.

How to Cook Frogs' Lexgs.

To cook frogs" legs, young and of
medivmn size, eclean them, wipe dry.
dip In well seasoned beaten egg. roll
In fine dry crumbs and fry in deep
fat to a rich brown. Arrange them on
a hot platter and garnish with parsiey
Large legs may be treated exactly as
young chickens—brolled, fried or stew
ed—each manner givipg a delliclous re
sult. Of course frogs' legs should be
fresh to be goud.

How to Clean Tapestiry,
Tapestry and cretonne may be clean-
ed and revived by this process: Cat ap
some soap into shreds, allowing four
ounces of sonp to each quart of water,
and boll 1o a jelly. Have ready two
tubs of pretiy hot water. Add to this
encugh boiled sonp to make a good
lather. Add two handfuls of bLran to
prevent the colors runoing. Wash
quickly with little rubbing, drst In one
and then in the otber tub, and then
rinse out In either salt and water o
vinegar and water. Shake well 1o get
rid of the bran and dry at once,
Btarch In a thin bolled starch, rol)
tightly In a clean cloth, mangle and

Irou with a moderately Lot lron.

How (o Prepare Rennet,

To prepare rennet take out the stomn-
ach of a ecalf just killed and scour it
with salt and water both inside and
out. Let it drain and then sew up with
two lnrge bhandfulas of snfe In It and
keep It in the wet salt. As It is requir-
ed soak a DIt In fresh water.

How to Make Oyster Ple,

Prepare the crust amd line the ple
dish. Put a layer of oysters in the
bottom of the dish, season with spleed
pepper and a little salt and continue
In this manoer until the dish Is filled.
To about one plut of Jellled chicken
stock add the liquor from the oysters,
a blade of mace amd a cupful of mush-
roows pevled and broken into pleces
and sauted In two tablespoonfuls of
butter. Ieat to the boiling point, skim
and straln and season with salt aod
pepper. Then pour Into the ple, cover
with the crust and bake about half an
hour. Before serving add a cup of
stock or more to the ple,

How to Make Bean Boulettes,

Press two cupfuls of baked beans
through a colander. Add one table-
spoonful each of molasses and vinegar |
and a saltspoonful of cayenne. Beat
well together. form Into small balls,
egg and bread crumb them and fry In
deep, smoking hot fat.

Alementary mathematies almost to the
sxtent of onr own. The papyrus has
n long heading, *Direction how to at-
win the knowledge of all dark things,™
ete,  Nunwrous examples show that
their principal operations with entire
units and fractions were made by
weans of addition and multiplication.
Subitrnctions aml divisions were not
known in their present form, but cor-
rect results were obtalned nevertheless,

Equations are also found o the pa-
pyrus Among the exmmuples given Is
this one: Ten measures of barley are !
to e divided among ten persons In
stich n manner that each subseqgquent
person recelves one-eighth of a8 meas-
ure less than the one before him.

THE MOHAVE INDIANS

THEY ARE THE MOST SUPERSTITIOUS
OF ALL OUR RED MEN.

After Death Their Spirits, They Say,
Are Carricd to Heaven In the Smoks
From Thelr Burning Hedies—Thoss

Mot Barned Turs to Owla.

J. K. Meekinson, formerly a govern-
ment special agent, says that the Mo-
Lhaves are the most superstitious tribe
of North American Indians,

“The Mohaves,” sald bhe, “belleve In
a gl Mat-o-we-lia. He |ls the maker
of all things. He has a son, whom they
call Mas-zam-ho, who is king of the de-
parted spirits. Mat-o-we-lia, they say.
colducts the wovements of the sun,
oot aud sturs.  He sends the raln
nud the suushine and decides whether
the season shall bring feast or famine.
He guards the bunting ground. Mas-
zaw-io bhas full charge of affairs In
heaven, or White Mountain, as they
call It

“They belleve that the spirit dead go
up to White Mountain In smoke and
that all the personal property destroy-
ed In the flames with the deceased will
go with him. There pots are constant-
Iy boiling, flled with the cholcest
things to eat. They lnvariably cremate
their dead that Mas-zam-ho may be
appeased, and the funeral pyre s made
ready for the corpse as soon as life is
extinet, In order that the spirit journey
to White Mountain may be accelerated.

“1 witnessed about 12 montha ago the
cremation of an Influential subehlef,
whose death was deeply mourned. The
funeral pyie was made near the tem-
porary village, just off the reservation
at Fort Mohave. Shortly after night-
fall all the inhablitants of the village
gathered about the pyre. The bedy,
wrappu«l in a gorgeous Mohave blanket,
with the fringes artistieally worked In
Lwads, was carried on the shoulders of
four braves from the lodge to the plat-
form of Intflammable firewood.

“Following the pallbearers came the
women and children and near rela-
tives, The family group cronched near
the pyre. The chlef of the medicine
men oliered fdrst words of pralse and
thanks to Mat-o-we-lia for making the
elements favornble to an easy passage
and then a sapplication to Mas-zam-ho
to recelve the spirit of the departed
chieftain with due honors at White
Mounrtain.

*Then the dead body wns placed on
the pyre. the fire was lighted, the crae-
kling tlames swept flercely up about
the corpse, and the spirit was on [ts
way to Its eternal home on White
Mountain. Friends and relatives chant-
ol songs of lamentation and moaned
piteonsly  while the flames devoured
the body., At short Intervals the four
pallbearers east upon the flames per-
sonal property of the deceased In the
expectation of Its golng up In smoke
with him toe White Mountain, thereby
adding to his comfort.

“The mourners also contributed some
of their choleest personal belgngings,
s0 that In Lls new and eternal home
the abisent one might have about him
remombrances of thelr affection. To
the women of the Immediate family
was granted the privilege of contribut-
ing portions of their halr to the flames.
After the Incineration was complete
Mohave etiquette forbade the friends
and relatives to eat salt or wash them-
selves for four days.

“It Is a bellef firmly fixed In the Mo-
have mind that all Mohaves who die
and are not cremated turn Into owls.

I When an owl is heard hooting at night

near their village, they think it Is the
spirit of some dead Mohave returned.
If by chanee an owl falls Into thelr
bands, the bird is properly cremated,
in the bellef that the wandering spirit
of its Mohave occupant will thereby be
fquieted and thus enabled to approach
Mas-zain-ho, confident that I® petition
to be allowed to enter the promised
land and thereafter rest In  peace

among the other good Indians of White

Mountain cannot be refused.

“Until very recently the Mohaves
held yearly a8 mourning festival It
was the aonoal burning of personal
property In bhonor of the departed mem-
bers of the tribe. At the hour deemed
most propitious by the medicine men
to both Mat-o-Wwe-lia and to Mas-zam-
ho the Mohaves assembled In an open
spot near their willage, a high knoll
usually being selected. The pyre had
becn prepared as though for the crema-
tion of the dend.  When the fire was
hottest, each member of the tribe con
tributed to the flames some bit of per-
soual property held in cholce esteem.

“As the thick smoke Hfoated sky-
ward the mourning Indlans were con-
soled for the loss of objects of personal

adornment. apparel or of bhunting Im-

plements by their firm belief that the
smoke riogs were wafted

parted spirits, and that their loved

ones on White Mountaln were soon In

possession of these proofs of thelr last-
ing love and remembrance.

“Under the influence of their agents
the Mohaves have abandoned the an-
nual sacrifice to the dead, and, except

at Needles, off the reservation, it fs
not now ohserved.” —Washington Let-

ter In New York Sun.

Hew to Practice Eceomomy In Time,
Moeney and Laber.

Do not put feather beds and plllows
in the sunshine to alr, as the heat
draws the oll out of the feathers and
gives them a rancid smell.
