Indeed many do not
realize that the railroad companies
stand ready to redeem unused tickets
even of small value, so that the com
panies must be richer by many thou-
sands of dollars a year through this
Ignorance.

Every railroad ticket boars the name
of the general passenger agent ami of
the general manager of the road. It is
a simple ma-.te- r to inclose the ticket
with a letter directed to the general

the money paid aii'1 explaining the rea
son wh.v rfie ticket Is left unused in the
h;-- rs of the purchaser. It is courte
ous to Inclose a stamped envelope in
which the money may be returned.

When all these tilings have been
done, the company generally acknowl
edges ine receipt or me ticKet holder s
communication and promises to inves-
tigate the matter. The investigation
consists in the pricier identification of
the ticket bv the agent Mini sold it and
a little bookkeeping to set the accounts
right. Then the purchaser receives a
check for the amount due from the
railroad company along with a letter
requesting acknowledgment.
