27.—In diplomatic
quarters there I8 felt to he some sig
alficance o the fact that France, RRus-
sla and Japan, as well as the United
Hintes, have not yet accepted the In-
vitatlon to accept the principles of the
Anglo-German allinnee. It s under-
stood that this non-action of the pow-
ars Is not due to any concerted move-
ment among them, althongh each ap-
pearn to be halting on the third clanse.
A diplomatic official explaing that on
mature conslderation of this third
claune 1t was scen to Involve two con-
structions; first, that If any power took
territory In China as a result of the
present trouble, then Germany and
Great Britaln also would take terri-
tory. or secomd. that If any country
took territory In China, Germany and
Great Britain would seek to prevent

this action, or otherwise jointly aet
agninst the country secking to ex-
tend Itg Aomnins,  Either constroe-

swallowing gold leaf.  Minister Wu
regards this act as the resalt of the
disfavor which the high officials have
recelved from the throne.
