Naturally my mystification and won-
derment grew as my uncle delivered,
as from a catalogue, the features of
this wonderful tapestry, “tortured aft-
er the fashion of Vanloo,” the drirt of
his speech being 8o strange as to cause
the livellest curlosity. *“lt is plain as
day,” my uncle finally explained.

“Pardon me,” | sald, with some Irri-
tation, “but it 18 not at all plain to me.
The story always struck me as being a
particularly wild flight of an uunruly
jmagination.”

“(f course, of course,” my uncle re-
plied. *“Youn must think me In veed of
my own mediclne.

lar Influence of the tapestry upon him-
self largely or partly to Its known in.
Huence upon young Wiltse It made It
more dificult to understand how the
patient had In the ftirst instance come
under Omphale’s spell, since he did not
have any outslde suggestion,

“That Is true,” sald my uncle, “and 1
can only suppost that young Wiltse
had some time or other read this story
of Gautler's and come-to imagine him
self a sccond lover of the beautiful
Marchioness e her

L., posed, to plense
busband, In the romantie scene with
Hercules,"

My uncle’s whole story ran counter to
my very strong projudices agninst be
lief In all things supernatural, “spirit-
ism” and the other “isms” of the same
sort. “Dwo you mean to say,” 1 ex-
clalmed, “that you belleve Gauotier's
preposterous yarn about the amours of
the young student and that woolen
rag?’

“Not so fast; not so fast.,” he replied.
“1 have not sald that I looked upon the
tale as a recltal of fact.
