After this has dissolved
and cooled dip the feathers into It and
then draw them gently through the
band, repeating the operation several
times. Then rinse thoroughly in clean
water, with a trifle of bluing added.
Shake, dry and curL Feather curling,
however. Is work that calls for special
training, and amateurish efforts in this
direction are not always successful.

To make a good waterproof blacking

for shoes or other leather articles mix
one part of borax with eighteen parts
of melted beeswax and stir to a stiff
jelly. Then mix five parts of asphalt
varnish with sixry-si- x parts of oil of
turpentine, into which stir six parts of
melted spermaceti. A fter t borough stir-
ring, combine this with tbe first mix-
ture of borax and beeswax, and tbe re-

sult will be a nearly colorless water-
proof paste, excellent for use on nat-
ural leather.
