When the machine was completed
and was found to be a success and it
became desirable to get'in touch with
the nations of the world, it was Eath-
erine Wright who brought the aero-
plane to the attention of the men who
would have to be dealt with. The let-
ters which the representatives of for-
elgn governments recelved were writ-
ten by this woman in the name of her
brothers.

All this time Miss Wright was golng
dally to the schooiroom. Even thelr
neighbors did not know she took any
foterest in the fiylng machine. They
knew that it was characteristic of the
Wrights to be devoted to one another,
but they did not knmow that this pa-
tient schoolteacher bad mastered tLhe
intricacies of the air and that she had
been in correspondence with govern-
ments carrying on the promotion end
of the fiying machine.

Even after the Wright aeroplane had
become famous and her brothers were
demonstrating it te the world Miss
Wright ceantinned her occupation of
teaching. It was not until Orville
Wright met with the acecident at Fort
Myer which came pear costing him his
Hfe that she gave up ber position and
bastened to him. She remained until
he was able to travel, took him home,
nursed him to health and accempanied
him on his recent trip to France.

Miss Wright bas always been med-
est and reliring. Ia the schoolresm
she was popular, despite the fact that
