EMPRESS PUT IN PRISON

Addis Abeba, Abyssinia, March 31.
—Menelik 11, king of Abyseinla, is
dead at the age of 66 years and the
twenty-first year of his reign.

The empress has been imprisoned
by the followers of the Crown Prince.
Prinece Lid] Jeassu, grandson of the
late monarch, is heir to the throne.
The king was stricken with apop-
lexy last fall and never recovered his
health. For many weeks his death
had been expected. When he was no
loniger able to carry on the affairs of
state Ras Tesame, the regent, with
the approval of the principal chiefs,
took over the reins of governmnet.
At the same time Empress Taitou
was deprived of all power of interfer-
ence In the government. Appoint-
ments made among her favorites were
annuled,

Prince Lid] Jeassu was proclalmed
heir to the throne on May 18 last. He
is 14 years of age and last year he
was married to the sevea Year old
granddaughter of the Iate Emperor
John. The child bride i» a mniece of
Empress Taitou.

.Chicago, March 31.—Reports of
storm damage In the west cansed by
the cold wave sweeping from the
Rocky Mountains to the lakes, were
received here today over telegraph
wires which worked only Intermit-
tently. The temperature dropped in
Chicago more than thirty degrees in
a few hours and was preceded by a
wind that reached a velocity of forty
miles an hour, ;

Denver early today was isolated
from communication with the east be-
cause of the heavy snow which broke
down telegraph wires. Points in Ne-
braska were also reported as cut off
by the storm, which when it reached
the lake region extended as far north

as Duluth, Minn., and as far south as
St. Louis.

Painting of Charles, the
First, Is Found.

RECTOR 'DISCOVERED IT

{American News Sarvice)

London, March 31.—The Reverend
James Stephen Barrass, rector of St.
Lawrence Jewry, Bas found what he
believes to be a portrait of Charles the
first, by Velasques, of which mothing
has been heard from the time it was
painted in Madrid nearly three bun-
dred years ago.
This discovery of a portrait by the
greatest master of the brush the world
has yet seen will rank among the most
remarkable artistic finds in history, If
the flood of criticism which is bound
to burst upon it, bears out the bellef
which Mr. Barrass entertains as to the
authenticity of the work.

The Reverend Barrass purchased the
picture from a family in London, In
whose possession it had been for sixty
years.

Critics and qualified experts who
have viewed the picture are agreed
that the reconciliation of a single ap-
parent discrepancy between the can-
vas in the possession of Mr. Barrass
and the most authoritative deseription
of Velasquez's portrait of Charles I,
would go far to establish the picture as
the work of the great Spanish master.

The apparent discrepancy s found
in the fact that whereas the rector’s
picture is a more or less finished study,
Pachecho, the father-in-law of Velas-
quez, refers to Velasgues's portrdt in
question as merely a sketch.

“While 1 have seen the Rev J. 8)
Barrasa’s picture on several occasions,
I find it extremely difficult to expresas
my definite opinion,” said “C. Gasguo-
ine Hartley” (Mrs, Gallichan,) the art
critic, in a recent interview. Mrs.
Gallichan is the author of “Velasquez"”
and “A Record of Spanish Painters.”

“I believe the picture is Spanish. I
believe it is a portrait of Charles 1. 1
doubt whether anyone except Velas-
ques could have painted it. Parts of
the face and collar certainly look like
his work."

Mrs.: Gallichan added that there
could be no two opinions about the ex-
tremely interesting nature of the ple-
ture.
